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Preface

The Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti (hereafter abbreviated as KKK), 1744-1801, 
was the most prominent Georgian State of the early modern era. It occupies a very 
distinctive place in the history of Georgia and of the Georgian nation. Within its 
boundaries, the eastern provinces of Georgia were united, for the least – thereby 
creating a foundation upon which a broader Georgian reunification might have been 
built. As we know, however, events took a different course. The rise and fall of the 
KKK constitutes one of the most significant wathersheds in Georgian history. The 
study of all aspects of its past acquires particular historiographical importance. 

Any account of the history of the Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti would remain 
incomplete if its economic dimension were neglected. Numismatic data represent 
the most abundant, objective, and quantifiable primary sources for investigating the 
economy of this Georgian state. For this reason, the present work focuses on mon-
ey – the primary instrument of economic life – and its circulation both within the 
KKK and in neighbouring political entities. In researching monetary circulation, it 
is imperative to collect and analyse, insofar as possible, evidence pertaining to local 
monetary circulation, including both hoards and single-coin finds, as an indispensable 
preliminary stage for next-stage meta-analysis. 

Yet the monetary circulation of the KKK – whether consisting of local emissions 
or the importation of foreign currencies - was not determined solely by accidental or 
spontaneous factors. The will and policies of the ruling monarchs likewise played a 
decisive role. Subjective internal and external influences interacted with consider-
ations of state and dynastic interest. The interplay of these forces shaped what may 
properly be termed the monetary policy of the KKK. 

Despite the efforts of several generations of scholars,1 no up-to-date and com-

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prehensive study devoted exclusively to the monetary circulation in the KKK and 
incorporating recent discoveries has hitherto appeared. The present monograph seeks 
to fill this gap.

The study of the monetary policy of the KKK must rest upon several interrelated 
components: 

(a) coinage/money issued by the authorities; 
(b) coinage/money circulating within the state (which may or may not coincide 

with the former); 
(c) documentary primary sources; and 
(d) narrative primary sources. 
This work aims to provide a comprehensive analysis of monetary circulation in 

the KKK – one the of the most significant elements of its economic history – through 
the systematic study of diverse primary sources, thereby laying the foundation for 
researching and reconstructing the monetary policy of this Georgian state.

meta-analysing the data and issued addresses in earlier publications would have been 
impossible without revisiting and reproducing certain lines of reasoning previously 
advanced. Consequently, some sections of this monograph represent revised and 
substantially reworked versions of earlier published material.

The structure of the present book is as follows. After the Preface, the text is 
divided into six chapters.

The 1st chapter is devoted to the available primary sources, and to the author’s 
methodological approaches.

The 2nd chapter examines the paper derivatives of money that circulated within 
the Kingdom, namely promissory notes and bills of exchange;

Chapters 3 through 5 analyse monetary circulation in the KKK according to 
coin metals. They review the available evidence concerning the circulation of gold, 
silver, and copper money. All known hoards are discussed, together with numerous 
narrative and documentary sources. The data are subjected to meta-analysis. Notably, 
several hoards are meta-analysed here for the first time, while in other cases (e.g. the 
Manavi hoard) the composition has been clarified. 

The 6th and concluding chapter synthesizes the findings of the study. It endevours 
to reconstruct the overall pattern of monetary circulation in the KKK throughout its

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history (1744-1801) and to employ the results obtained in order to reconstruct the 
monetary policy pursued by its authorities.

It is hoped that the reconstructed general picture of the state’s monetary econ-
omy – beyond its historiographical significance – may also serve as a memorial to 
a fateful epoch, when Georgia stood at a threshold of reunification and rise, yet met 
decline instead.

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Chapter I. Primary Sources 

Studying monetary circulation in the KKK must be grounded in primary sources. 
In what follows, we would outline our methodological approach and describe the 
nature of the available material. 

The sources can be categorized into two major groups:
1.	 Monetary; and
2.	 Written sources.

*

By monetary primary sources we mean local emissions (coinage issued in the 
KKK), as well as both local and imported coins discovered within the state, and 
Georgian coins exported abroad and discovered there. 

Georgian or foreign coins found within the KKK reflect local monetary circula-
tion, while those discovered in the neighbouring polities attest to monetary relations 
between eastern Georgia and the Muslim Khanates. The latter holds true primarily 
for Georgian coins, since foreign coins discovered in neighbouring territories may 
have reached them through alternative routes (unless specific evidence – such as the 
composition of a hoard – indicates importation from the KKK).

The study of hoards, rather than single-coin finds, is generally more productive. 
Unless supported by archeological context, it is impossible to determine when an 
individual coin left circulation; only the terminus ante quem non can be established. 
Foreign coins dating to the period between 1744 and 1801 may have been imported 
into the KKK or neighbouring Khanates after 1801. Conversely, earlier coins may 
have entered circulation prior to the foundation of the KKK in 1744. In both cases, 
there may be no direct connection to the monetary history of the Kingdom. 

Hoards (consisting of coins only, or including artifacts) can, on average, be dated 
with much greater precision. Not infrequently, the composition of a hoard allows 
dating it down to a particular decade or even to a narrower span of years – based on 
the presence of the youngest coin and the absence of coin types that became common 
thereafter). 

Given the focus of the present study, we are primarily concerned with hoards 
that pertain to the KKK both geographically and chronologically, and that illuminate 
the monetary circulation of this state.

Hoards deposited locally after the annexation of the Kingdom by the Russian 
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Empire in 1801 are also relevant. They often contain a substantial proportion of ear-
lier Georgian coins and thus reflect the monetary circulation of preceding decades.

The study of monetary circulation in states neighbouring the KKK is likewisely 
pertinent. Single coins found there, or hoards comprising Georgian coins – illustrate 
monetary interaction between the Kingdom and the neighbouring Khanates. The prin-
cipal difficulty, however, lies in dating. It is not always possible to determine whether 
a hoard was deposited before or after 1801. The same applies to single-coin finds, 
particularly those of precious metal. Silver coins – unlike fiduciary copper - could 
easily remain in circulation even after the demise of the KKK. Georgian coppers 
discovered in the territory of the Khanates, by contrast, attest to importation from 
the still independent Kingdom.

In addition to analyzing single-coin and hoard finds, the study of the monetary 
emissions of the KKK is of particular importance. Locally produced money circulated 
within the state and constituted a substantial, if not predominant, component of the 
domestic monetary market.1 

*

Another important group of primary sources consists of written texts. These may 
be divided into two subcategories: 

1.	 Narrative sources (observations by European travellers and Russian officials 
or spies dispatched to Georgia; as well as Georgian authors); and

2.	 Documentary sources (state and private documents containing financial 
information). 

Notably, some documentary sources are promissory notes. In such cases, the 
document is not merely a source of information but also a material artefact partici-
pating in monetary circulation – effectively functioning as (credit) money or, more 
precisely, as a paper derivative of money. 

Below, we present the data preserved in written sources together with the results 
of our preliminary analysis.

*

In the course of our research, it became evident that clarifying and reconstructing 
monetary circulation in the KKK would be impossible without collating the evidence

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provided by these two distinct groups of primary sources. It is essential to subject 
hoards – above all their composition – to meta-analysis and to check the results 
against the information derived from written texts. 

While we have examined all known hoards (on the basis of publications and 
records in our personal archive), it would be unrealistic to claim that we have analysed 
every extant contemporary document. Such a task would be truly monumental. A 
corpus-type publication of the documentary heritage of the KKK remains a deside-
ratum. Nevertheless, we trust that the body of sources examined here is sufficient 
for an objective assessment of contemporary monetary circulation. 

*
The KKK, like the other polities of the south-eastern Caucasus, remained within 

the Safavid monetary sphere (as predetermined by the monetary reform of ‘Abbas 
I) for more than a century. The Ottomans and Afsharids adhered to what may be 
termed the post-Safavid system. Beyond any doubt, both the population and the 
ruling elites were accustomed to the Safavid triadic monetary structure, despite the 
influx of Ottoman and Russian currencies into the regional market. 

The region adhered to an Iranian-style silver monometallic system. Silver coinage 
formed the backbone of the economy: silver coins constituted the unit of account, 
and, together with gold, functioned as a medium of exchange and primary store of 
value.2 Gold coinage was issued only sporadically, and at least in part for non-eco-
nomic purposes.3 Eastern Georgia conformed to this system.4 

Copper coinage was, in the vast majority of cases, anonymous and minted by 
regional rulers who profited from its production;5 Subject to regular renovatio mon-
etae, copper circulated solely locally.6 Although anonymous, copper coins were not 
mono-epigraphic; they typicall bore an effigy.7 The iconographic diversity of Persian

Gold and silver coins, by contrast, were mono-epigraphic. Their legends, in 
Persian and Arabic, were rendered in Arabic script. 

For an illiterate population (perhaps illiterate solely in Arabic), distinguishing 
earlier from current issues would have been difficult; yet this was unnecessary, since 
precious-metal coinage was not subject to renovatio. It was only on copper coinage 
that the Bagrationis ruling in Kartli in the first quarter of the 18th century started to 
indicate their name in Georgian, albeit in abbreviated form.8 One side of gold and 
silver coins bore a Shi‘i religious formula (except in Ottoman and Afsharid issues, 
which carried a Sunni formula or ruler specific inscription/tughra). Irakli II replaced 
the Shi‘i formula with a Quranic quotation, more acceptable to Christians9).

In contrast to copper, precious metal coins could be minted exclusively in the 
name of the reigning shah, who thus possessed the right of sikka; recognition of any 
other contemporary sovereign was impermissible.10 

Given these differencies in status and function among gold, silver, and copper 
coinage, it appears methodologically sound to analyse monetary circulation in the 
KKK separately, according to coin metal. We also devote attention to paper monetary 
derivatives also circulating within the state. The data are analysed in the concluding 
chapter where we present our findings and broader conclusions.

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Chapter II. Paper derivatives

“Chao”, paper money inspired by Chinese experience was issued in Tabriz, 
Ilkhanid capital, on 19 of Shawwal of AH 693 (9 September 1294); the market 
(and population) did not accept it, and Chao soon ceased to exist. Presumably, this 
shortlived paper money never reached (eastern) Georgia, which at the time was a 
vassal state of the Ilkhanids.1

Paper money was likewise not issued in Georgia in the following centuries. It 
started to circulate locally only in the 19th century, after the partitioned country had 
been gradually annexed and conquered by the Russian Empire. 

The economy of the Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti was unfamiliar with paper 
money, or at least did not accept it. The neighbouring Russian Empire commenced 
issuing banknotes (guaranteed by copper coins) in 1769.2 Georgian merchants trading 
within the Russian Empire would naturally have been acquainted with them. There 
is little doubt that the concept was also familiar to the monarchs of the Kingdom of 
Kartl-Kakheti: Irakli II, and his son Giorgi XII. Notably, Prince Ioane, son of Giorgi 
XII, discussed the circulation of paper money in both Europe and the Russian Empire 
in his encyclopedic work Kalmasoba (albeit already after the fall of the Kingdom in 
1801).3 Nevertheless, there is no indication that any attempt was ever made to issue 
paper money in the Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti.

The reason is not difficult to deduce: An archaic monetary market - at least with 
regard to paper money - which could scarcely (if at all) tolerate the heavy, high-de-
nomination copper half-token money, was not incapable of accepting banknotes.

In contrast to the Russian Empire, the KKK hardly had a sufficient coercive capa-
city to force its population to accept a super-token, - or even copper-backed - (paper) 
currency. Not even the far more powerful and regular state, i.e. the Russian Empire, 
succeeded in imposing its paper money on the population of Kartl-Kakheti (after 
annexation in 1801). It has been established that Russian authorities were compelled 
to meet the expenses of deploying their military and officials in eastern Georgia with 
precious-metal money, notably Dutch ducats, and even to bear unfavourable exchan-

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ge rates.4 This clearly demonstrates the unacceptability of such non-traditional and 
overtly fiduciary money for the local market. 

The unacceptability of paper money for Georgian population and authorities may 
have been further reinforced by it depreciation even within the Russian Empire itself. 
The Russian government yielded to the temptation to print excessive quantities of 
paper money which led to inflation and two different rates of the paper-and-copper 
and gold-silver rubles.5 

However, the non-issuance of paper money does not imply that the national 
economy was based exclusively on metallic currency. Documentary evidence allows 
us to infer that certain paper derivatives of money also circulated in the KKK.

There were certainly no stocks or bonds issued in the Kingdom. Partnership 
associations did exist,6 but they appear to have been far removed from mobilizing 
additional capital through such instruments. Generally, the credit system was rudi-
mentary.7 There was no banking system. As regards borrowing, Irakli II failed to 
obtain foreign loan, while internal loans were limited to relatively wealthy subjects 
who more or less voluntarily “lent” money to the ruling monarch.8 

The only financial derivative implemented within the economy of the Kingdom 
of Kartl-Kakheti, was the promissory notes, the so called baratis. These notes are 
frequently mentioned in contemporary documents, many of which themselves take 
the form of promissory notes.

Nikoloz Koiava devoted a separate subchapter to what he termed “Promissory-Note 
Currency”; however, he focuses on loans, their scale, and money lent to members of 
the royal family.9 However, in another work he poses a significant question, 

“Whether Kartl-Kakheti knew credit documents and whether they were em-
ployed in international payments?”10

“In the 18th century, Tbilisi merchants were also involved in foreign trade 
on credit. [...] However, we still consider that trading on credit was rare and the 
circulation of promissory notes was not noticable. Therefore, in many of the 
published documents we observe neither a market for promissory notes nor their 
use in international payments.

[...]
Therefore, we consider that there was no stock exchange in Tbilisi, though in 

some cases payments were made without physical transfer of precious bullion.”11

We consider it extremely significant that, in some cases – however rare - prom-
issory notes were transferable, that is, a creditor could transfer a debtor’s obligation, 
as fixed by the promissory note, to a third party. This can be demonstrated by a 
Georgian document dated 1 July 1794. While auditing his financial affairs, Manuchar 
Tumanishvili wrote:

„[...] Christ. I took a barati of   ͡rk [120 tumans] on Stefana Quzaant [Quzash-
vili] from Giorgi, son of Nazarbeg [Giorgi Nazarbegishvili], in settlement of what 
he owed me. [...]“.12

It is indubitable, that Giorgi partially repaid his debt to Manuchar Tumanishvili 
by means of a promissory note, which represented Stepana’s obligation to pay 120 
tumans13 (a substantial sum).

Cashless transfers could be effected not only within the Kingdom, but also in-
ternationally, i.e. between the KKK and some other state.

In May 1794, Manuchar Gorjaspov (Tumanishvili) sent a letter to Merab-Agha 
Enukas-shvili, who resided in Khuy (Khoy), politely demanding repayment of a loan 
of 200 tumans that Kakala, Merab-Agha’s brother, had obtained from Stepan-Agha, 
Manuchar’s father-in-law.14 The payment was overdue, as the letter was dated 2 
May 1794, whereas the agreed „term was the beginning of March“. This document 
illustrates the possible mechanisms of financial transactions between the KKK and

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neighbouring states; Manuchar proposes four alternative methods of repayment:
1.	 Stepan-Agha could remit 200 tumans directly from Khuy (currency un-

specified); or
2.	 Stepan-Agha could instruct Gogia, his representative “here” (presumably 

in Tiflis), to repay the loan locally (in local currency?); or
3.	 Manuchar could accept the money in Tiflis from someone who had to carry 

it to Khuy, and who would then recover the sum from Stepan-Agha upon 
arrival; or

4.	 Stepan-Agha could pay 500-600 altmighlughs to a certain Ieremia “there” 
(presumably, in Khuy), obtain from him a bill of exchange (“mibarebis barati”, 
i.e. an “entrustment mandate”), and send it to Tiflis so that Manuchar could 
receive the money from Ieremia’s local representative in the local currency 
of the KKK, at an exchange rate “which you would write to me and which 
would be proper” (the altmishlughs would have been exchanged according 
to the proper course, beginning of the phrase seem to be a mere courtesy).
 

This constituteds a clear case of noncash settlement, specifically, a cashless trans-
fer; or at least an attempt at one. The document represents Manuchar’s third attempt 
to induce the debtor to repay the loan, and for all this, an unsuccessful one, as the 
documents concludes with the postscript “ Ch(rist). This is the act that Merab-Agha 
has returned and has given no money”. Nevertheless, the document clearly testifies 
to the fact that mutually trusting counterparties could engage in cashless transactions, 
which thus formed an integral component of the local economy.

The medium of such nonchash settlements or transfers consisted of transferable 
promissory notes, the so called baratis, or bills of exchange (entrustment mandates 
in Georgian). These documents were drafted on paper and  effectively functioned as 
claims, operating as quasi-circulating assets – that is, a form of (credit) money. We 
therefore regard them as paper derivatives of money.
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Chapter III. Gold 

No hoards dating to the relevant period and containing gold coins have so far 
been discovered. Moreover, not a single verified find of a gold coin is known. Con-
sequently, the study of gold currency circulating in the KKK must rely primarily on 
written primary sources - both narrative and documentary. Fortunately, such sources 
are numerous and highly informative. The available evidence concerning gold issues 
struck within the KKK itself must also be taken into account.

It has been established, that Afsharid-type gold coins were minted in the KKK 
prior to Irakli II’s monetary reform of 1765/6-1768/9 (AH 1179-1182), and that 
sirma-type gold shauris were struck thereafter.1

However, the scale of production was evidently extremely limited. Only two quar-
ter-mohurs of Shakhruh and one sirma gold shauri have survived. Extant documentary 
evidence indicates that no more than 282-332 gold shauris were minted (the actual 
figure may have been somewhat higher, yet the overall scale of production is clear).2 

Gold coinage was thus issued in the KKK on such a limited scale that:
•	 There are no verified finds within the territory of the KKK (aside from a 

quarter-mohur of Shakhruh preserved in a private collection in Tbilisi, which 
was most probably found locally); 

•	 No documents record payments made in gold coins of the realm (only their 
poduction, distribution and accumulation are documented);3

•	 Some contemporaries even claimed that no gold currency was issued in the 
KKK at all (sic):

Captain Yazykov, a representative of the Russian Empire in the KKK, noted in 
1770 that silver and copper coins were “made” in Tiflis; significantly, he made no

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mention of gold coinage.4 In 1801, General Lazarev reported, that the king of the 
KKK issued coins at his discretion; however, “there are no gold coins here; but silver 
and copper ones”.5

Foreign agents could be ignorant of the recent history and internal affairs of a 
foreign country; yet such an explanation hardly applies to Prince Teimuraz, son of 
Giorgi XII and grandson of Irakli II. In his celebrated letter to M. F. Brosset6 – more 
precisely, an essay devoted to Georgian numismatics, sigillography, and metrology, 
the first Georgian scholarly work in the field7 - Teimuraz discussed silver and gold 
coinage issued in the KKK, as well as the fate of gold extracted in Georgia. He nev-
ertheless claimed that no national gold coinage had been minted: 

“Whatever gold arrived from Georgian mines, our kings did not have it mint-
ed, as whatever they required, they had fashioned into adornments for men and 
women and expended it on members of the royal family or granted it to those who 
merited benevolence. Churchware was also commissioned, while the greater part 
was sold. As it was pure and fine gold, merchants purchased it at a high price, 
traded it to European and Asian lands, and profited thereby; our kings and their 
treasury likewise gained more profit in this manner than they would have done 
by minting and selling it as such”.8

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Yet another member of the ruling dynasty, Prince Ioane, described the Asian 
/ Persian monetary system in his Kalmasoba, evidently with reference to eastern 
Georgian realia as well. According to this enlightened prince, bajaghlu and misir gold 
were among the most widely used gold currencies.9 Remarkably, he also mentioned 
the “Nawruz gold shauris”, valued at 5 abazis each,10 though it is unclear whether 
he referred to Georgian gold shauris minted in Tiflis or to those struck elsewhere. 
In Sjuldeba [The Code], his projected programme of state reforms, Ioane advocated 
the large-scale emmision of gold shauris at an articifially elevated exchange rate.11

Nevertheless, surviving official documents and the extant – albeit numerically 
insignificant - specimens contradict such assertions and attest that gold coinage was 
indeed struck in the KKK. 

Yet its share within the national monetary economy was, as noted, almost neg-
ligible. What types of gold currency circulated in the KKK?

Prince Teimuraz summarized the circulation of gold currencies within the realm, 
emphasizing the popularity and prevalence of Dutch gold coins (ducats):

“All the gold working at us was Dutch; as for Venetian and Ottoman gold, 
there was much less [of it] (but the Ottoman gold is not pure, for which reason 
Georgians did not favour it)”.12

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Ottoman gold coins certainly circulated in the KKK. Contemporary documents 
from the final decades of the Kingdom’s existence mention them frequently and 
sometimes in substantial quantities. For instance, the Akhtala Book of Gold Yield 
and Expenditure (1790) records 2 “old Stanbol golds”;13 while document dated 1798 
refers to 191 (sic) “new Stanbol golds”.14 A document dated circa 1795 mentions 
“two altuns”.15 

Egyptian gold currency (misir gold), issued by the de facto rulers of the country, 
the Mamluks, also appears in the documents. In a record dated 1798, 6 misir golds 
are valued as 2 minaltuns each.16 Misir gold coins are also listed among property 
confiscated by order of Giorgi XII’s from the Tumanishvili brothers in 1799, though 
in this case they had been transformed into a jewelry priece, a necklace.17 At least one 
route by which Egyptian gold entered eastern Georgia was likely through the activity 
of ethnic Georgian Mamluks who had risen to prominence in Egypt. Maintaining ties 
with their homeland, they transferred substantial sums there.18 For instance, we know 
that “Misirian Ibreim Beg” donated gold coins worth 44 tumans for the construction 
of a church in his native village of Martqopi.19

All of the aforementioned documents pertain to the final decade of the KKK. 
It may reasonably be conjectured, however, that Ottoman gold circulated in Kartli 
and Kakheti even earlier, perhaps entering regional circulation relatively intensively 
during or following the Ottoman occupation of eastern Georgia (1723-1735). 

In addition to Ottoman gold, Iranin gold coins also circulated in the KKK, 
though their share is difficult to determine. For instance, a 1779 list of Prince Leon’s 
expenditures records 4 “Khuy golds”.20 Another list, tentatively dated to the late 18th

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century, mentions “Qizlibash pluris” valued as 2 tumans.21 It may be conjectured 
that Iranian (so to say, Qizilbash) gold currencies played a relatively minor role in 
the KKK: (a) they are rarely mentioned in local documents; and (b) gold currency 
generally played a limited role within the monetary system of Iran itself.

The role of the Russian Empire gold coinage – namely the imperial (the ten-ruble 
gold coin issued between 1764 and 1796, weighing 13.09 g, of which 12.0 g was 
pure gold22), - appears to have been more significant. 

Irakli II confirms their circulation in his realm by the early 1770s in a letter to 
Anton Mouravov, the Russian envoy:

“[...] an imperial of Her Majesty is immediately expended as one tuman [...]”23

 Johann Anton Güldenstädt made a similar observation in 1771-1772:

“Rußische Imperiale, geor. Tumani werden gern genommen.”24

Prince Teimuraz likewise attests to this equivalence in the final years of the KKK: 

“Ten monetas that is ten minaltuns, make one tuman, that is one imperial 
(tuman is a Persian term)”25

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also exists. In a list of Giorgi XII’s expenditures from 1798, 14 “enp’eralias” are 
recorded, valued at 15 tumans and 4 minaltuns.26

European gold coins also entered the KKK, and played a notable role in the local 
monetary market. According to Prince Teimuraz, 

“All the gold working at us was Dutch; as for Venetian [...], there was much 
less [of it]”27

Prince Ioane, however, praised Venetian gold currency:

“[...] it is the best [...] in purity and in its fine colour – that of Venetia”28 

Quite frequently we encounter two different types of gold currency, both perhaps 
of European origin: ialduz (ialduz pluri) and bajaghli/u/o (bajaghli pluri). For instance, 
ialduz (“ialduzi”, “ialduzi (ialduza) pluri”, “ialduzi gold”) is frequently mentioned in 
the Akhtala Book of Gold Yield and Expenditure (1790), i.e., an official document;29 
However, the term pluri designated a ducat-type (ducat-weight) gold coin.30 It would 
therefore be incorrect to assign this designation to a specific coinage. For instance, 
we frequently encounter bajaghli pluri, or bajaghli gold, or, simply, bajaghli, rather 
than ialduz pluri. According to the document of 31 May 1800, copper owned by the 
state/king (mined and smelted at Alaverdi?) was sold for bajaghli pluris.31 In 1799, 
Giorgi XII “borrowed” from his subjects 1,250 bajaghli golds (along with 3,000

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altmishlughs32).33 The list of pawns compiled by the brothers Manuchar and Sulkhan 
Tumanishvili (1799) also mentions 50 bajaghli golds.34 The executor of Irakli II’s will 
received 200 bajaghlis in 1798.35 The Russian occupying army deployed in the KKK 
(prior to annexation by the Russian Empire) likewise met its expenses in bajaghlis; 
on 24 January 1801, Lazarev exchanged 100 bajaghlis for 4 minaltuns each.36

The simultaneous mention of both ialduzs and bajaghlis in the same documents 
underlines that these terms refer to distinct coinages. For instance, in the accounting 
book of Manuchar the Chanceryman and a certain Davita, son of Tarkhan-Agha (late 
18th century), bajaghli gold is listed alongside “ialghuz [sic] gold”, and they are – 
remarkably - valued differently.37 Similarly, in the inventory of Irakli II’s property 
we find 438 “bajaghli gold (coins)” and 40 “ialduz gold (coins)”. 

Who issued ialduzs and bajaghlis, and where?
The poet and connoisseur of old Tiflis, Ioseb Grishashvili, defined “bajaghlo” as 

a “Dutch gold coin bearing the image of bajaghlu, i.e., a long-legged man”. As for 
“ialduzi”, he described it as a coin of pure gold, no less pure even than the bajaghlo; 
yet failed to establish its provenance.38 In his Urban Lexicon, Ioseb Grishashvili 
reiterated his definition of “bajaghlo” as a high-standard Duth gold coin.39 

Bajaghli entered the Georgian language from (Ottoman) Turkish: bajak’/bajaq 
(½DXDL) signifies leg, or thigh; with the addition of the standard suffix -li, the adjective 
bajaqli (leggy, lanky) was formed. Dutch ducats were so designated because of the 
effigy of the conspicuously long-legged knight they bore. Bajaqli underwent phonetic 
transformation into bajaghli in Georgian.40 A further phonetic development produced 
the modern Georgian bajaghlo, meaning pure gold, or a pure gold coin; yet in the

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18th century the forms “bajaghli” or “bajaghlu” still prevailed.
Ialduz is likewise clearly of (Ottoman) Turkish origin: “yaldiz” (ojÆDé) signifies 

gold-gilding, and archaically also burn, blaze; to shine, glitter.41 In Georgian, yaldiz 
became ialduz.

But what coinage was designated by ialduz? An Ottoman one? Although Ioseb 
Grishashvili knew the term, he could not determine its provenance. We have seen 
that the documents mention Stanbol gold, Misir gold, and New and Old Stanbol pluri. 
Perhaps ialduz referred to an Ottoman gold coin as well?42 

In fact, ialduz designated a European rather than Ottoman (or Persian or Russian) 
gold currency. In the inventory of Irakli II’s belongings (11 January 1798), within 
the same document, we encounter both “new Stanbol gold” and “ialduz gold”.43 
Despite its Turkish etymology, the term would not have denoted a Turkish currency. 
We consider that ialduz was a designation for the celebrated Venetian gold coins of 
ducat weight, Venetian zecchini (sequins). No “Venetian” gold coins are explicitly 
mentioned in contemporary Georgian documents, despite their attested prevalence 
and Prince Teimuraz’s testimony. Most probably, they were concealed under the 
term “ialduz”. Moreover, Prince Ioane’s Kalmasoba clarifies the matter: “Venetian 
gold i.e., ialduz”.44 The equivalence of ialduz and the Venetian zecchino is further 
confirmed by the famed ashugh active in the KKK, Sayatnova;45 one of his lyrics is 
entitled “Venetic Ialduz” (”venetikis ialduzo”).46 

Ducat coins – whether Venetian or Netherlandish - had a standard and more or 
less identical weight and fineness. It is therefore striking that in some cases47 they 
were valued differently (perhaps those assigned a lower value had lost weight through 
wear or clipping?). In certain documents, the compilers did not find it necessary to

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specify which type of ducat coin (pluri) was meant. For instance, in a document of 
1771, Prince Leon mentions simply pluris.48 

It is clear that a multitude of different gold coinages circulated within the KKK. 
Yet we may attempt to determine which was dominant. 

The testament of Anton Catholicos (1793) is of particular importance, as it list 
various gold coins: pluri (pruli, yellow pruli), bajaghli, imperial pruli,49 and misir 
pruli.50 

Another significant primary source is the inventory (11 January 1798) of gold 
coins owned by the late Irakli II. It mentions: Russian imperelia gold, French gold 
of old die, Sabqran gold, bajaghli gold, new Stanbol gold, Rashi (?) gold, ialduz 
gold, Tabriz gold, and concave gold of Constandine the Sovereign.51 Some of these 
clearly constituted a financial reserve; others may have been preserved as curiosities 
in the king’s Wunderkammer. One might even regard this accumulation as a numis-
matic collection, and Irakli II as the first Georgian numismatist (collector of coins), 
known to us.52 We surmise that the concave golds of Constandine the Sovereign were 
11th-century Byzantine histamena – indeed concave coins – of either Constantine IX 
or Constantine X.53 Irakli II may have acquired them after an accidental find, valu-
ing them both as gold, and as historical curiosities, and gold ones at that. Moreover, 
bearing the effigy of the Saviour, they would have possessed considerable spiritual 
significance for the pious monarch.

Unfortunately, in certain cases the provenance of the gold coinage mentioned 
cannot be established. The documents refer to a certain “Rashi gold”, of which Irak-
li II possessed 120 pieces – clearly not a rarity. Yet its identity remaing unknown. 
Likewise, in the accountance book of  Stepan-Agha (18 April 1795)54 we encounter

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a certain “Mop’ri gold”, the nature of which we are presently unable to determine.
It is significant that payments were sometimes effected in both gold and silver 

(though not copper) coinage. For instance, bajaghli gold is mentioned alongside silver 
coins - Georgian sirma tetri (issued in the KKK) and Ottoman altmishlughs - in the 
accounting book of Manuchar and his father-in-law, Agha-Stepane (1795).55 

Having reviewed the contemporary evidence for the various gold coins circulating 
in the KKK, we proceeded to a meta-analysis in order to determine the dominant 
currency. We analysed documented accumulations - that is, complexes of gold coins 
recorded in the surviving documents. 

Methodologically, we chose to disregard documents mentioning only a limited 
number of coins, in order to avoid selection bias. More reliable results could be ob-
tained by meta-analysing accumulations containing at least dozens, or even hundreds, 
of coins. This approach would yield more accurate results, and would also clarify 
the most popular store of value, for the least. 

All relevant documents date to the final decade of the knigdom’s existence, i.e., 
the 1790s-1801. The results of the meta-analysis therefore pertain primarily to this 
period. Nevertheless, it may be possible – cautiously – to reciprocally extrapolate 
these findings to the earlier decades (1744-1790), particularly the 1740s-1760s. 
Within the relatively short span between 1744 and 1801, the proportional share of 
the various gold currencies in circulation is ulinkely to have changed dramatically.

We meta-analyzed seven documents. Four relate to members of the ruling dynasty 
and elite of the Kingdom (Kings Irakli II and Giorgi XII, Prince Davit, and Anton 
the Catholicos); one concerns the sale of copper owned by the king/state; and two 
reflect commercial activities of prominent individulas. The results are presented in 
Table III.1 and Diagrams III.1-2.

European gold -  namely the ducats of the Netherlands – emerges as the dominant 
currency. Their share is extraordinarily high, reaching 100% in three cases. Overall, 
they account for 2,357 out of 2,893 gold coins (81.47%); if the numismatic collection 
of King Irakli II is excluded from the calculations, the proportion rises to 1,919 out 
of 2,024 coins (94.81%). 

Unfortunately, at present, however, the identity of the „Rashi gold“ or „Mop’ri 
gold“ remains unclear. Notably, they are far from rare: 120 pieces (sic) (13.8%) 
appear in King Irakli’s belongings (overall prevalence 120/2,893, i.e., 4.15%); and 
100 pieces (sic) (20.4%) in Stepan-Agha’s accounting book (overall prevalence 
100/2,893, i.e., 3.46%). These were therefore relatively common currencies rather

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than exotic or antiquarian items (such as the “concave golds of Constandine the 
Sovereign”, plausibly 11th century Byzantine histamena, with an overall prevalence 
of 11/2,893, i.e., 0.38%).

In sum, the documentary primary sources confirm Prince Teimuraz’s assertion 
that the monetary market of the KKK was dominated by European - specifically 
Netherlandish - gold ducats, the so-called bajaghlis (bajaghli gold [coins] / pluris).56 
Remarkably, Oriental (Ottoman and particularly Iranian) as well as Russian gold 
coinages played a far less significan role. The extremely limited role of the national 
gold currency is of particular significance.

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Chapter IV. Silver

In contrast to gold, the circulation of silver coinage in the KKK may be examined 
not only on the basis of documentary and other written sources, but also through a 
substantial body of hoard evidence. The abundance of primary material of this kind is 
hardly surprising: as already established by Nikoloz Koiava, the Kingdom economy 
functioned within a silver monometallic system, like the rest of the eastern Caucasus 
and Iran more broadly.1

What remains to be clarified, however, is precisely which coinage constituted 
the material backbone of that silver monometallic system.

We shall first consider the domestic (silver) emissions, that is, coins minted 
within the KKK. 

Immediately following the unification of Kartli and Kakheti, the Tiflis mint 
continued to issue standard Afsharid-type silver coinage in the names of various 
dynasts, like Nadir Shah, Ibrahim, and Shakhrukh. These coins were metrologically 
and typologically identical to those produced at other Afsharid; only the mint name 
(Tiflis) distinguished them.2 The Tiflis mint maintained contact with the Afsharid 
administration, as attested by the contemporary Georgian historian Papuna Orbeliani: 

F

“Shah-Sultan Ibreim [Ibrahim – I.P.] had sent a mint [dies – I.P.] in his name 
to the city [i.e., Tiflis – I.P.], and dies they struck, minting three-abazis and shauris, 
and pluris of thirty shauris by his order”.3  

Coinage in the names of the Afsharid shahs was later replaced by issues bearing 
allusion to Karim Khan Zand and featuring Shi‘i religious formula.4

Irakli II’s monetary reform, initiated in AH 1179 (1165/6), introduced an entirely

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original coinage: the sirma tetri.5

It would be natural to assume that coinage issued in Tiflis played at least some 
role in the domestic market.

In addition, local monetary economy may be studied through a number of al-
ternative sources, like 19 silver coin hoards discovered within the territory of the 
Kingdom, as well as numerous contemporary documents.

The hoards may be divided chronologically into two principal groups, depend-
ing on whether there were deposited before Irakli II’s reform (1765/6-1768/9 / AH 
1179-1182),6 within the framework of which the sirma coinage was introduced – or 
thereafter. Accordingly, the hoards may be classified as:

1.	 Pre-reform hoards (deposited before Irakli II’s reform; containting no sirma 
coins, but rather types issued prior to AH 1177 and 1179);

2.	 Post-reform hoards (deposited after Irakli II’s reform; containing predomi-
nantly or even exclusively sirma coins).

We will first examine the hoards of the 1st group, that is, the pre-reform hoards. 
Their number is small: we are aware of merely two. Both are of considerable historio-
graphic value, since their composition enables us to reconstruct monetary circulation 
in the KKK before Irakli II’s aforesaid reform, that is between 1744 and 1765 – a 
period underrepresented in narrative primary sources. 

Regrettably,  both hoards were dispersed, and we were able to record only gen-
eral information concerning their composition. Even the precise findspots remain 
unknown, although we were informed that they originated from eastern regions of 
Georgia.7 We proceed with short description of these two hoards:

I.	 A hoard of Afsharid silver coins (winter 2020/21), of which 9 coins are known 
to use. They were minted at various mints, including Tiflis, and dated AH 
1150 (1737/8), 1157 (1744/5), 1161-1162 (1748-1749), and 1169 (1755/6). 
The hoard was presumably deposited in the late 1750s or early 1760s; 

II.	 A mixed hoard (spring 2019?), comprising several hundred silver coins 
(the precise number could not be established), including Safavid, Ottoman, 
Afsharid, and Mughal (sic) issues. The youngest coins bore the name of 
Shakhruh and were dated to the early AH 1160s (1747-1756), suggesting

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deposition likewise in the late 1750s or early 1760s. This hoard is unique 
among those discovered within the Kingdom in containing Mughal rupees, 
although such coins are typical for Caucasian hoards in general,8 having 
entered the region following Nadir Shah’s conquest of Deli.9 

These two hoards attest to the circulation of a wide variety of silver coinage in 
the KKK prior to Irakli II’s monetary reform. 

Beyond hoard evidence, the available narrative and documentary sources must 
alos be considered. 

Contemporary documents consistently calculate sums in silver currency - „tetri“, 
expressed in the tuman-minaltun-abazi system – though the specific coinage is not 
indicated. However, the term “new tetri” appears frequently (though not invariably).10 
This reflects Nadir Shah’s reform, which reduced the weight standard of his silver 
currency from a 1,400-nokhod tuman to a 1,200 nokhod tuman; the weight of the 
‘abbasi was reduced from 7 dangs (5.37 g) to 6 dangs (4,61 g).11 Nadir’s successors 
(and the Tiflis mint) issued silver coinage according to this standard, until Irakli II 
commenced to issue silver in the name of Karim-Khan Zand reducing the weight 
standard further to 5-dang ‘abbasi/abazi.12

It would have been of limited relevance to determine the precise provenance of the 
silver coins circulating in the Kingdom at this stage, since Afsharid and Afsharid-type 
issues – whether minted at Tiflis or elsewhere – were metrologically identical. The 
Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti remained within the Afsharid monetary and economic zone.

The number of the 2nd group hoards, that is, the post-reform hoards is significantly 
larger. This increase is noteworthy and may reflect the expansion of the monetary mass 
in circulation, possibly due to intensified silver extraction at Akhtala (and Damblughi) 
and the consequently enhanced monetization of the economy.

In our 2023 monograph, we reviewed the available data on the circulation of the 
sirma coins in the KKK. We meta-analysed 14 hoards deposited within the Kingdom

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prior to 1801.13 Subsequently, 3 additional hoards have come to our attention (and 
the composition of the Manavi hoard has been clarified).14 At present, therefore, 17 
hoards illustrate post-reform monetary circulation within the Kingdom. Below, we 
summarize the results of an updated meta-analysis of these monetary complexes. 

The evidence demonstrates that in the final decades of the KKK, following Irakli 
II’s reform, the state economy rested upon the unique domestic silver currency – the 
sirma tetri:15 14 out of 17 hoards (including the silver component of the Gori uyezd 
hoard, but excluding the Mtianeti I, Pshaveli, and Passportless IV hoards), contain 
exclusively sirma silver coins (100% of all coins) (Diagram IV.1). 

One coin in the Kojori II hoard (2.8% of the total) was struck at Ganja, but be-
longs to the sirma type, being visually and metrologically identical (except for the 
different mint name). We therefore treat the Kojori II hoard as comprising exclusively 
sirma coinage.16  

Of the four denominations of sirma silver coinage, the abazi was by far the 
primarily deposited one (Diagram IV.2). In 11 of 17 hoards, abazis constitute 100% 
of the contents. In yet another five hoards their share is also quite substantial and 
ranges between 57.1% and 99.0%. Only the Mtianeti II hoard contains no abazis, 
presumably due to its specific character (vide infra).

Aggregating the data from all 17 hoards (with conventional numerical assump-
tions for partially recorded hoards17), we calculated the overall share of the abazi 
denomination, which was 768 out of total number of sirma coins in the hoards, i.e. 
786 specimens, that is, 97.70%.

The share of the other denominations is markedly lower (Diagram IV.3). 
The abazi-and-a-half denomination appears in only one hoard (Manavi, 1% or 

less of the total number of coins), and its overall prevalence does not exceed 2 out 
of 786 coins, i.e., 0.25%.

Minor denominations such as uzaltuni and shauri occur in five hoards (Bolnisi,

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Dusheti, Mtianeti I, Mtianeti II, and Passportless IV), though in modest proportions 
overal. Their share was -

•	 5.7% in the Bolnisi hoard (by number; less by weight);
•	 20% in the Dusheti hoard (a lost purse, in our opinion, rather than a pur-

posefully deposited hoard);
•	 26.1% of all coins and 42.9% of sirma coins in the Mtianeti I hoard (less 

by weight);
•	 100% of all available coins (all being the sirma ones) in the Mtianeti II hoard; 
•	 16.67% of all coins and 33.3% of sirma coins in the Pasportless IV hoard 

(less by weight).

The aggregate prevalence of uzaltuni amounts to 7 out of 786 coins, i.e., 0.89%; 
and that of shauri amounts to 9 out of 786 coins, i.e., 1.15%.

The unusually high percentage of minor denominations in certain hoards (Mtianeti 
I, Mtianeti II, and Pasportless IV) may be explained by the specific nature of these 
complexes (vide infra). 

The overwhelming predominance of the sirma abazi in hoards strongly suggests 
that this very denomination functioned as the principal silver unit in circulation. The 
abundance of sirma abazis in both public and private collections today corroborates 
this conclusion. 

Notably, no hoards deposited within the Kingdom are known from the period (AH 
1185-1187 / 1771-1774) when the Tiflis mint predominantly issued the abazi-and-
a-half, rather than abazi denomination. However, the Sovetashen hoard - deposited 
in the Irawan Khanate, dependent upon the KKK – contained exclusively abazi-
and-a-half sirma coins.18 One might hypothesise that this denomination temporarily 
predominated in eastern Georgia as well. 

We would refute this hypothesis. The Sovetashen hoard likely consisted of abazi-
and-a-half coins because they were, quite possibly, issued to facilitate trade with the 
South.19 Johann Anton Güldenstädt, observing the local market in the early 1770s, 
explicitly attested to the dominance of the abazi denomination:

Diese is die häufigste und fast einzige Münze im Gebiete des Zaars Heraklius.”20

As regards the minor denominations, it is beyond doubt that at least one of the 
initial (or perhaps nominal) functions of the shauris (the Georgian version of the 
Persian shahi) was donative. They were issued for distribution during the Nawruz 
festivities. Prince Teimuraz wrote that one-dang coins in silver and gold had been 
struck by the Iranian shahs to be used when congratulating someone on Nawruz, “and 
money of this weight was produced in Georgia and for this reason it was designated 
shauri“.21 Contemporary documents corroborate Teimuraz’s testimony. In the inven-
tory of Manuchar Tumanishvili’s belongings (1788) “silver Nawruz shauris  ͡ a tsp“ 
[valued 12.5 minaltuns, i.e. 250 coins]“ are listed.22 Likewise, in the inventory of 
Irakli II’s belongings (1798), we encounter “Nawruz shauris of 5 minaltuns wrapped 
in paper“23 (i.e. exactly 100 coins).

This does not mean, however, that sirma shauris failed to enter circulation or 
lacked an economic function. The hoard evidence confirms that both sirma uzaltunis 
and shauris could be deposited. They occur in the non-ethnographic Bolnisi and Du-
sheti hoards, as well as in ethnographic-religious hoards such as Mtianeti I, Mtianeti 
II, and Passportless IV. The composition of the latter complexes also indicates that 
minor denominations were available to the population, in other words, they did 
circulate within the Kingdom. 

Even if some or all of them were initially issued for Nawruz, sirma shauris entered 
regular monetary circulation and functioned as a standard medium of exchange and 
store of value, similarly to sirma abazis. 

One may reasonably conjecture that sirma shauris together with uzaltunis pri-
marily circulated in Tiflis and other major urban centres of the Kingdom, where the

need for change serving the petty trade was greatest (1 shauri being nominally equal 
to 2.5 bistis, the major copper denomination).

*

The post-reform hoards can be classified into several synchronous but distinct 
– in terms of composition and nature – sub-groups:24

a.	 Standard economic deposits (all hoards except Dusheti, Passportless from 
Kartli, Passportless III, Mtianeti I and II, Pasportless IV, and Pshaveli hoards). 
These are typically quite homogenous, containing exclusively sirma silver 
coins and, moreover, predominantly (purposefully selected) abazi coins – 
that is, the abundant and readily available, full-bodied and solvent currency. 
Their owners evidently intended to safeguard a more or less substantial sum 
for later retrieval. These are short-term accumulation hoards formed in the 
decades following Irakli II’s monetary reform. They reflect the monetary 
circulation in Kartl-Kakheti in the last third of the 18th century;

b.	 “Purses” (the Dusheti and Passportless from Kartli hoards; possibly also the 
Passportless III hoard?). These contain sums intended for everyday use and 
were likely lost accidentally. These monetary complexes are also relatively 
homogenous, comprising exclusively valid (silver) currency, that is the 
sirma coins, but in much smaller quantities. Unlike the standard economic 
deposits, these small hoards do not appear to have been purposefully selected 
and contain a higher proportion of minor denominations. The latter were 
presumably employed in daily transactions and kept in purses. These are 
the short-term - perhaps even ultrashort-term accumulation hoards, that is 
the snapshots of monetary circulation in Kartl-Kakheti in the last third of 
the 18th century;

c.	 Ethnographic-religious hoards (the Mtiuleti I, Mtiuleti II, Passportless IV 
hoards; possibly also the Pshaveli hoard). Their composition differs mar-
kedly from that of groups (a) and (b), the economically motivated deposits. 
They have strikingly distinctive features: chronological non-compactness 
(these hoards comprise not only the pre-form coins, but also much earlier 
issues, sometimes dating back centuries); typogolocial inhomogeneity (a 
substantial portion consists of non-sirma and foreign coins); a relatively 
high proportion of minor denominations and, generally, lightweight silver

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coins; and defectiveness of quite a few specimens (which are pierced, or 
have a lug solded on).25 These are the long-term accumulation hoards, but 
formed for non-economic reasons. 

Despite their ethnographic-religious character, these monetary complexes – 
even if formed for non-ecomic reasons – constitute a remarkable memorials of the 
contemporary economic history. They reflect the monetary circulation of the KKK 
over an extended period of time. 

*
Remarkably, the sirma tetri of the KKK continued to circulate within the territory 

of the former Kingdom even after its annexation by the Russian Empire in 1801.26 
Georgian coinage also played a relatively significant role in the neighbouring Muslim 
Khanates, both before and after 1801.27 This fact confirms the predominance of sirma 
silver coinage in the KKK and suggests that the domestic currency was so abundant 
that it oversaturated the local economy and penetrated neighbouring states, and later 
remained in circulation even after the fall of the issuing polity. 

*
The meta-analysis of hoards (vide supra) confirms that sirma silver coinage 

enjoyed a monopolistic status in the Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti. The documentary 
material likewise supports this conclusion: contemporary financial documents record 
sums according to the tuman-minaltun-abazi (silver monometallic) system, and sirma 
coins are mentioned as the presumed specific coinage in the overwhelming majority 
of cases.28

	 We must also examine documents which appear to contradict the monetary 
data. Notably, at times there is a pronounced discrepancy between the documenta-
ry and monetary evidence. Despite the virtual absence of archeological finds, the 
documentary material unequivocally attests to the local circulation in the KKK of 
heavy Ottoman silver coins – qurushes (40-para pieces) and especially altmishlughs 
(60-para pieces),29 - as well as heavy Russian silver coins, namely rubles.    

Turning first to Ottoman coinage: Only a few instances of qurushes have been 
recorded archaeologically within the territory of the KKK,30 and none of altmish-
lughs.31 Conversely, both appear frequently in contemporary documents (vide infra). 

It would be logical to assume that the Ottoman silver coinage permeated east-
ern Georgian circulation during the period of Ottoman yoke (1723-1735).32 Yet the 
documents attest to its continued local circulation much later, within the economic 
framework of the unified KKK.

Inter alia, altmishlughs and qurushs facilitated trade in the Ottoman direction, 
namely, with Akhaltsikhe in the Samtskhe region of Georgia. Payments in altmish-
lughs were evidently made by subjects of both the KKK and the Ottoman Empire.

For instance, although “tetri” is normally mentioned in the account settlement 
between Manuchar Tumanishvili and Ghugaza from Akhaltsikhe (c. 1787-1788), 
some payments were made in Ottoman coinage - qurushes and altmishlughs.33

In frontier regions adjacent to the Ottoman Empire, heavy Ottoman altmishlughs 
evidently functioned as an international currency. Georgian sources attest to their 
circulation in both the Khuy and Irawan Khanates, the latter dependant on the KKK.

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For instance, 500-600 (sic) altmishlughs are mentioned in a 1794 letter from 
Manuchar Gorjaspov (Tumanishvili) to Merab-Agha (discussed in detail in Chapter 
II), proposing the dispatch of hundreds of Ottoman silver coins from Khuy to Tiflis. 
Significantly, these were to be exchanged in Tiflis for domestic (valid Georgian) 
currency.34 

According to another document (dated 1 June 1792), Okuant Antona borrowed 
money from Merab-Agha in Ottoman altmishlughs,35 with interest likewise payable 
in the same coin.36

In 1791 certain Avetika imported a substantial sum (152 tumans and 1.5 minal-
tuns) in the form of silver altmishlughs from the Yerevan Khanate (possibly as part 
of tribute paid to the KKK?).37 In yet another document dated to the end of the 18th 
century we meet Avetika again, along with his altmishlughs.38

In March 1783, two Georgian / Tiflisian merchants, Ter-Shmovaniant Agha and 
Nazarbegis-Shvili Giorgi signed a Georgian-language contract: one issued a prom-
issory note to the other for 100 tumans, but the actual funds evidently consisted of 
Ottoman altmishlughs, 1 tuman being equated to 10 altmishlughs. The document 
even characterizes altmishlughs as the full-bodied coinage of Yerevan (Khanate) 
(erevnis saRi TeTri).39

The documents furhter demonstrate that altmishlughs circulated within the KKK 
and were accumulated locally in considerable quantities. As already mentioned, 
Giorgi XII „borrowed“ 3,000 (sic) altmishlughs (together with 1,250 ducats).40 A 
1782 document mentions 50 altmishlughs.41 A 1795 lender’s account book records 
repayment in various currencies, including Ottoman altmishlughs, Georgian abazis, 
and (presumably Ottoman) altuns (sic).42 1798 court verdict notes a serf (presum-

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ably, his service) pledged as collateral for a loan of 25 altmishlughs.43 In 1799, 100 
altmishlughs appear in debt lists relating to Manuchar and Sulkhan Tumanishvilis,44 
while an early 19th century document (dated paleographically) mentions no fewer 
than 1,160 altmishlughs.45 

The term also appears in yet another Georgian verse by Sayatnova (Se sawya-

lo Cemo Tavo / Poor Me), testifying to the penetration of this currency into urban 
popular culture.46 

Conversely, authorities themselves occasionally disbursed Ottoman currency, 
as in a document dated 31 May 1800 allocating 35 qurushes to bring artisans from 
“Azrum”.47

*
Silver currency of the Russian Empire also played a certain role in the KKK. 
„Russis tetri“ (Russian white, i.e. silver money) is mentioned as early as  in the 

early years of Kingdom’s existence - in the document dated 1748.48

Circulation of different Russian rubles in the KKK49 is confirmed by a letter from 
king Irakli II to Anton Mouravov, representative of the Russian Empire (3 June 1770), 
in which the Georgian monarch clarifies exchange rates within his realm: inter alia, 
the old rubles „are spent as [exchanged for – I.P.] six abazis in local tetri [national 
silver currency – I.P.], whereas the new ones for five abazis and one shauri“:50

Güldenstädt observed a circulation of various Russian rubles in the KKK in 
1771-1772:

Captain Lvov, an agent of the Russian Empire in Georgia, reported in 1774 that 
various Russian rubles had circulated in the Kingdom while Russian corps had been 
operating there (August 1769 – May-June 177252), and also as recently as in 1774.53

The “old” ruble referred to in the primary sources had been issued by Anna or 
Elisabeth, being a bank (high-standard) coinage dating to 1731-1761, and weighing 
25.85 g (pure silver 20.73 g);54 the “new” ruble was issued by Catherine II, being a 
bank (high-standard) coinage dating to 1761-1796, and weighing 24.0 g (pure silver 
18.0 g).55 

By 1788, documentary evidence again attests payment in “Russian tetri” in 
transactions between Akhaltsikhe (part of Georgia occupied by the Ottomans) and 
Tiflis.56 Although the denominaton is unspecified, the use of the term „tetri“ indicates 
silver currency. 

In addition to heavy rubles, relatively lightweight Russian silver coins also entered 
circulation. Russian grivenniks (гривенник) are particularly notable. In this case, 
conversely, despite being ignored by the written sources, the coins themselves are 
found in significant numbers in ethnographic-religious hoards deposited within the 
Kingdom. In the Mtianeti I and Pshaveli hoards, for example, grivenniks constitute 
17.4% and 52.9% respectively of the total coin count.57

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Chapter V. Copper

In order to study the circulation of copper currency in the KKK, the following 
primary sources must be examined: 

•	 Copper coins produced and countermarked at the Tiflis mint during the 
period 1744-1801; 

•	 Single finds and hoards comprising copper coins of the KKK or of foreign 
states discovered within the territory of the realm; 

•	 Contemporary Georgian documentary material from the Kingdom of 
Kartl-Kakheti.

*

As early as 1824, while analysing the monetary history of the KKK, Prince 
Teimuraz noted:

“Black money, i.e. that of copper, was struck in Tiflis in considerable quan-
tities.”1

The Tiflis mint issued a large volume of copper coins, the so called „black mon-
ey“. The coin types were altered from time to time. These types have already been 
studied and published in some detail;2 therefore, there is no need to describe them 
anew. We provide below only a list indicating the principal iconographic element, 
the issuer, and the date of issue (or of the introduction of the type): 

•	 Lion, Teimuraz II, AH 1162 (1748/9);
•	 „Squeezing“ type, Teimuraz II and Erekle II, AH 1166, 1168 and 1169 (i.e. 

1752/3, 1754/5 and 1755/6);
•	 Bagrationi Coat of Arms, Irakli II, AH 1179 (1165/6);
•	 Fish, Irakli II, AH 1190 (1776/7);
•	 Two-headed eagle, Irakli II, with various date combinations: AH 1201

•	 One-headed eagle, Irakli II, AH 1210 (1795/6) and 1796;
•	 Fish, Giorgi XII, AH 1213 (1798/9);
•	 Peacock, temp. Prince Davit / Russian administration, AH 1215 (1800/1).

These types were issued in several denominations differing only in size and 
weight.3

It is noteworthy that both Georgian and imported coppers not infrequently bear 
Georgian countermarks of either Teimuraz II or Irakli II (the latter employed two 
distinct countermarks).4

No data survive concerning the total number of copper coins struck at the Tiflis 
mint between 1744 and 1801. However, the abundance of surviving specimens (with a 
few exceptions) suggests large-scale production. The widespread distribution of finds 
likewise indicates that copper coinage of the KKK circulated extensively throughout 
the territory of the state.

It may be conjectured that copper coin production intensified over time, due to 
several factors: 

•	 Urban development in Tiflis and other settlements, at least until 1795, when 
Tiflis was sacked by the Qajar army;

•	 General economic growth, implying an increased monetization of the na-
tional economy; 

•	 The availability of raw copper suitable for striking coinage following the de-
velopment of mining and ore-smelting industry at Alaverdi (and Shamblughi);

•	 The evolution of state monetary policy, including the possible intention to 
increase fiscal revenue through the issuance of fiduciary copper coinage, 
perhaps inspired by foreign (Russian or Swedish) experience.5

In contrast to the abundance of domestic coppers coinage, foreign copper are

rarely found within the territory of the Kingdom. The only significant exception is 
the copper coinage of the Russian Empire, particularly the heavy five-copeck pieces 
(vide infra).

While single finds of Tiflis coppers are common, even abundant, hoards consist-
ing exclusively of copper coins discovered within the KKK are rare. To date, only 
3 such hoards are known, compared with 18 hoards comprising exclusively silver 
coins. In addition, one mixed hoard (the Gori uyezd hoard) contains both Georgian 
silver and Georgian and Russian copper coins. 

The 4 hoards containing copper coins discovered within the KKK are as follows:
•	 Little Lilo hoard (2024): comprised exclusively copper coins of Teimuraz 

II (Lion type) - 11 half-bistis in total. It was likely deposited in the early 
1750s, before a subsequent coin type was introduced and put into production; 

•	 Gori uyezd hoard (1906): contained up to 60 sirma abazis of Irakli II 
and more than 5 poods of copper coins, including Russian Empire copper 
coinage (five-copeck and evidently also two-copeck coins) (produced in the 
1760s-1780s); as well as Georgian half-bistis and bistis of Irakli (mostly 
of the one-headed eagle type, though some of the earlier two-headed eagly 
type, with various combinations of dates). The hoard was deposited in the 
late 1790s;6

•	 Eastern Georgia hoard (early 2020s): comprised 15-25 bistis and half-bis-
tis of Irakli II dated 1796. It was deposited in the late 1790s, before the 
annexation of the KKK by the Russian Empire. This appears to represent a 
short-term accumulation hoard;7 

•	 Akhmeta municipality (in eastern Georgia) hoard (summer 2024): 
comprised 8 coins. All of them were the the heavy five-copeck coins of 
Catherine II, the empress of the Russian Empire, dated 1763, 1769, 1770, 
1771, 1779, 1780, 1781, 1784. All the coins were minted at Yekaterinburg 
mint (mint designation - ЕМ). The youngest coin is dated 1784. The coins 
show no traces of (double) restriking (in 1796), and the type was altered in 
1802. The hoard was therefore likely deposited in the late 1780s, or, at the 
latest, in the 1790s;8

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	 The composition of these hoards allows several observations. 
First, domestic copper coinage clearly dominated the internal monetary market. 

Foreign copper coins were not hoarded. The sole exception is the Russian copper 
coinage.9 

Second, even domestic copper coinage was rarely hoarded. Given the abundance 
and availability of Georgian copper coins, the ratio between hoards consisting exclu-
sively of copper (3) and those of silver (18) – namely 1:6 – is striking. 

Third, the circulation of copper coinage in the KKK appears to have been 
chronologically segmented. Copper coins of different types and periods almost never 
occur together within the same hoard (with the exception of the Gori uyezd hoard).

*

Turning to documentary primary sources, contemporary documents abound 
in references to silver currency. Sums are consistently calculated according to the 
abazi-minaltun-tuman system, which, in a country characterized by silver momome-
tallism, implies reckoning in silver currency. Hundreds of such documents survive. 
By contrast, copper coins are mentioned only rarely.

To date, only two documents have been identified that record financial trans-
actions of relatively significant scale conducted in copper coinage (presumably of 
the Tiflis mint).

One of these concerns a transaction undertaken by state authorities, making it 
difficult to determine whether the counterpart acted entirely voluntarily and was not 
forced by the state. The Akhtala Book of Gold Yield and Expenditure (1790) records 
a payment of 30 tumans in copper coins: 

„[...…]
͡ k’v cp [26 tumans and 2.5 minaltuns]	 [...] the owners of flour 

were given, as payment 
for the flour, black money

kharvars. For this they were 
given [paid] tetri –„10

These two cases appear almost to be exceptions that confirm the rule. As al-
ready noted, payments in contemporary financial documents were made in gold, 
or, more commonly, silver coinage, and calculations were consistently expressed in 
the silver-based accounting system. Against this background,  the relative absence 
of documentary evidence for payments in copper coinage is striking and suggests 
certain conclusions. 

It is also remarkable, that money borrowed in the Russian Empire in copper 
currency had to be repaid in silver12 within the KKK. Thus, 200 tumans of Russian 
„black money“ borrowed in Hashtarkhan (Astrakhan) in 1794 were repaid as 153 
tumans, 8 minaltuns and 3 abazis of „city tetri“ (i.e. Georgian sirma tetri).13 The 
implied exchange rate between Georgian silver and Russian copper currency was 
approximately 1:3.

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Chapter VI. Analysis

	 The monetary mass circulating within the Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti was 
not homogenous. Apart from physical differences – whether made of paper or coin 
metal  - the circulating currency was either fiduciary or full-bodied, and its economic 
functions varied accordingly.

As already noted, given the public structure and geopolitical position of the 
Kingdom – presumably reflecting the relative weakness of the state’s coercive ma-
chine, as well as underdeveloped economic relations and limited overall demand for 
money – fiduciary money was unacceptable to the monetary market of the KKK.

Even copper coinage, unlike paper banknotes, constituted only a semi-fiduciary 
currency, as it was produced from a metal possessing intrinsic - and certainly not 
merely symbolic – value. It has been established that the copper content of KKK 
copper coins amounted to approximately 30-50% of their nominal value.1 Despite 
the abundance of copper extracted at Alaverdi (and Shamblughi), and unlike 16th- 
and 17th-century Sweden, the authorities did not succeed in converting the domestic 
economy to copper coinage. Nevertheless, such an attempt was made. The difficulties 
encountered in introducing the heavy copper denomination – the copper shauri2 – 
clearly demonstrate the population’s resistance to the authorities’ effort to impose 
fiduciary or quasi-fiduciary money upon the market.

Major transactions were conducted in full-bodied silver and gold coinage having 
an intrinsic value. However, the status of these two precious-metal currencies was not 
identical. The economy of the KKK functioned within a silver monometallic frame-
work. Silver coins constituted full-bodied money: their nominal value corresponded 
to – and nearly equalled - their precious-metal content: 

Nominal value = Cost of production + Wajib

The cost of production comprised the expenditure on precious metal, whereas 
wajib was the minting commission charged to those who brought silver bullion to be 
converted into current coinage (probably, approximately 2-2.5% of the metal cost3).

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The documentary evidence makes it clear that silver currency was the only 
universally accepted and legally valid mean of payment in the KKK: 

“Silver money was a common equivalent and legal medium of exchange; ev-
eryone had a right to request payment in silver money and everyone was obliged 
to pay in silver money”4

Silver currency alone fulfilled all five classic monetary functions: 
(a) Unit of account; 
(b) Medium of exchange; 
(c) Standard of (deferred) payment; 
(d) Store of value; and 
(e) International Money (at least within the regional framework).

Gold coinage was likewise full-bodied: its value corresponded to its precious-met-
al content. However, within a silver monometallic system, gold coins possessed 
no fixed value / denomination. In practice, gold functioned as commodity money. 
Its purchasing power was neither stable nor denominated in fixed monetary terms. 
Consequently, of the five monetary functions, gold could perform four – but not that 
of unit of account.

Copper coinage was adjusted to the silver system. By retroactively reconstruct-
ing the weight clusters of various copper issues, their nominal denominations can 
be identified: shauri, bisti, half-bisti, puli, half-puli.5 

Yet, unlike gold and silver, the black money was a more or less fiduciary currency, 
as its nominal value considerably exceeded the real one, i.e. the intrinsic value of 
the metal. Documentary evidence demonstrates that the economy of the Kingdom 
was not based on copper coinage; indeed, it is rarely mentioned in written sources. 
Black money was primarily employed in petty trade. 

Within a silver monometallistic system, the imperfect and subsidiary character 
of copper coinage was entirely normal. The functions of black money were corre-
spondingly limited: it certainly served as a medium of exchange, but hardly as a unit

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of account; only rarely as a store of value; and never as international money. 

*

In addition to differences in function among the various coinages, the monetary 
structure of the Kingdom evolved over time. This transformation was the result of a 
differentiated and dynamic policy pursued by the authorities – in other words, their 
evolving monetary policy.

Before Irakli II’s reform of 1765/6-1768/9 (AH 1179-1182), the silver monome-
tallic system of the Kingdom was based on monetized silver of varied type and origin, 
both locally minted and imported. The abundance of non-Tiflis coins6 - including 
those identified in the two pre-reform hoards available for study (vide supra) - indi-
cates that the Tiflis coins did not initially enjoy exclusive rights of circulation within 
the state. The Tiflis coinage circulated alongside silver coins issued at other mints. 
Although the proportion of Tiflis coins was truly significant – empirically amounting 
to several tens of percent – the free circulation of the precious-metal coinage issed 
elsewhere is beyond doubt. This is entirely understandable given their metrological 
identity (silver standard and weight) and, with the exception of Mughal rupees and 
Ottoman “onluks”, their visual similarity. 

We may therefore conclude that prior to the reform the monetary economy of 
the KKK was based on Iranian-type silver coinage (including Ottoman occupation 
issues struck to Persian standard), supplemented by Mughal rupees and Nadir’s 
nadiris, metrologically compatible with and imitating the rupees. 

Immediately following the reform, the domestic monetary economy shifted to 
the “new tetri (silver coinage) of the city”, namely the sirma silver coinage. Coins 
of other types – whether earlier or contemporary – became obsolete in the sense that 
they lost their status as valid currency, though not their intrinsic value; they could 
continue to circulate as commodity money. 

Thus, prior to the reform, the monetary market and the silver monometallic 
system of the KKK was open; after the reform, it became closed. 

The closure of the internal silver market of the KKK to foreign silver coins is 
demonstrable for the early 1770s. In 1774, captain Lvov, representative of the Rus-
sian Empire, accused the Georgian authorities of effectively imposing a “ban” on 
Russian silver rubles in preceding years.7 This ban was not absolute; rather, it implied

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manipulating exchange rates in such a way that Russian rubles became undervalued 
within the Kiingdom.8

Nevertheless, the exclusive status of sirma tetri as legally valid currency did 
not entirely preclude the local circulation of other silver coins. As noted above, and 
similarly to gold coins, they functioned as commodity money without fixed denomi-
nation. The pawns’ list of the Tumanishvili brothers (1799) illustrates this clearly:9 
Ottoman altmishlughs (valued at 8 tumans) are mentioned without being designated as 
currency, whereas a tenfold smaller sum (8 minaltuns) is simply referred to as “tetri”, 
without specifying the coin type. The reason is evident: altmishlughs functioned as 
commodity money without fixed value, whereas the 8 minaltuns were paid in the 
valid state currency (sirma tetri), making specification unnecessary. Similarly, the 
altmishlughs physically transferred from Khuy to Tiflis in 1794 would have required 
exchange at a negotiated rate.10 

Whether rubles, altmishlughs, qurushes, or gold coins, the exchange rate of for-
eign currences was not fixed and fluctuated over time. Their value therefore had to 
be calculated in domestic silver currency – Persian-type coinage before the reform, 
and exclusively sirma coins thereafter, once it had come to fulfill all five monetary 
functions and become the sole valid currency.

It was likely not accidental that large, heavy, high-value foreign silver coins 
such as Russian rubles and Ottoman almishlughs became so popular in the KKK. 
They supplied the market with highly sought-after denominations of higher value 
(than the abazi).11 In the first two decades of the Kingdom’s existence, this function 
had been fulfilled by Mughal or Nadir’s rupees (11.5 g). However, Irakli II’s reform 
effectiively demonetzed these heavy coins but introduced no equivalent instead – 
nothing of higher value than the abazi (or even the 4.61-gram abazi-and-a-half, last 
issued in AH 1190), yet lower than the gold ducat.

At the same time, lower-value Russian silver coins also entered the domestic 
market alongsdie with heavy rubles and Ottoman issues. For instace, a 1756 five-co-

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peck coin appears in the Mtianeti I hoard;12 a 1784 fifteen-copeck coin in the Pshaveli 
hoard.13 Grivenniks of Catherine II became particularly common14 (standard weight 
2.37 g, silver fineness 75%15). The increase in their minting at the St.-Petersburg 
mint after 178416 undoubtedly facilitated this process. Yet the question remains: how 
did they penetrate the closed monetary market of the KKK? Did this occur by some 
work-around way? Might we conjecture a deficit of full-bodied, low-weight silver 
denominations?

Naturally, the intensification of poliitical and economic relations between the 
KKK and the Russian Empire would have reinforced monetary interaction as well.
	

*

Various gold currencies circulated in the KKK, foremost among them the Ve-
netian zecchini and particularly Dutch ducats, but also Russian imperials, Ottoman 
and Egyptian (Misir), and Iranian gold coins. All of these functioned as commodity 
money rather than units of account. 

The Georgian authorities refrained from large-scale gold-minting despite extract-
ing the necessary metal domestically. In the final years of the Kingdom’s existence, 
however, such an idea did emerge among the ruling elite: Prince Ioane proposed to 
mint gold shauris in large quantities,17 albeit with artificial overvaluation.18

Since the state issued only a limited quantity of gold coins (quarter-mohurs in 
the name of Shakhruh and later sirma gold shauris), and since these were full-value 
rather than fiduciary issues, the authorities did not restrict the influx of foreign gold 
coinage into the Kingdom. 

We may even conjecture that the minting of gold coins at the Tiflis mint was not 
blocked. We possess no documentary evidence on this point; only occasional royal

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orders instructing the mint to strike a small number of gold shauris – sometimes as 
few as six pieces.

It must be noted that in a state whose economy was based on silver monometallism, 
the value and exchange rate of gold coins appear to have been relatively modest. As 
already observed in Chapter III, Russian imperials were „immediately expended as 
one tuman [...]”;19 Johann Anton Güldenstädt likewise records that imperials were 
even designated ”Tumani” by Georgians, confirming their equivalence;20 Prince 
Teimuraz likewise testified that “Ten monetas that is ten minaltuns, make one tuman, 
that is one imperial”.21 Yet this equivalence - 1 imperial = 1 tuman - clearly implies 
that the Russian imperial was trading at a substantial disagio against the local silver 
currency. The gold content of the imperial in 1764-1796 was 12.0 grams, whereas 
a tuman denoted 50 abazis; sirma abazi weighed 3.072 g at 97.4% purity. Thus, 50 
abazis contained 

50 x 3.072 g x 0.974 = 149.6 g of silver.

The ratio between 12.0 g of gold and 149.6 g of silver equals 1:12.47, that is 
approximately 1:12.5 – clearly below the established gold-silver ratio of roughly 
1:14.67-15.0 in the KKK.22 At least in the case of Russian imperials,23 therefore, 
we encounter a disagio of approximately 15.0-16.9% against local silver currency. 
However, documentary evidence presents a slightly different picture. According to 
the 1798 list of Giorgi XII’s expenditures, 14 “enperalias” were valued at 15 tumans 
and 4 minaltuns.24 At least in this instance, one imperial equalled exactly 1.1 tumans 
(that is, 164.6 g of silver), implying a considerably lower - though still perceptible 
- disagio of approximately 6.5-8.6% against local silver currency.

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Perhaps this structural disadvantage of gold currency within a silver-based mo-
netary economy explains the authorities’ reluctance to mint gold coins domestically 
in substantial quantities.

*

The semi-fiduciary nature of copper coinage presented the authorities of the 
KKK with a particular dilemma. 

For one part, issuing copper coinage was highly profitable for the treasury, which 
controlled the mint in one way or another. The profit from minting silver coinage 
amounted merely to the wajib (circa 2.0-2.5% of the metal value,25 minus operational 
expenses), whereas copper coinage yielded far greater returns, since its nominal value 
exceeded production cost by 100-150%.26

For the other part, getting carried away with excessive production of copper 
coinage – driven by fiscal interest – would inevitably oversaturate the monetary mar-
ket, eroding public confidence in this fiduciary currency. A dual exchange of silver 
and copper would emerge, to the detriment of the latter, causing its depreciation and 
ultimately reducinig minting profits (as occurred in the Russian Empire). 

The aforecited official document of 1790 may reflect precisely such a dual 
exchange rate: 40 kharvars of flour were sold for 30 tumans in black money, yet the 
same sume was calculated as 26 tumans and 2.5 minaltuns in silver currency.27 Prince 
Ioane’s Sjuldeba (The Code) likewise remarks that “the black money commands no 
respect” (?).28 

The risk of depreciation would have been particulary acute in a small and rela-
tively weak polity such as the KKK, whose coercive capacity to compel acceptance 
of fiduciary currency was limited.

Prince Ioane’s Sjuldeba (The Code) demonstrates that the ruling elite of the 
Kingdom, or at least the author understood that public acceptance of even currency

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– even if struck in gold - was not automatic, and might require deliberate measures 
to secure it.29  

Thus, the authorities of the KKK faced a clear dilemma: fiscal interest encouraged 
increased copper minting; yet abuse of the monetary regalia would oversaturate the 
market, depreciate the copper coinage, and ultimately reduce profits – not to mention 
generate inflationary pressures detrimental to the economy. 

The study of monetary circulation and domestic emissions allows us to identify 
the solutions adopted by the authorities.

Prohibition on foreign fiduciary copper imports. 
The domestic monetary market could not accommodate excessive quantities 

of credit copper coinage. Oversaturation with foreign fiduciary coins would have 
undermined domestic copper production and reduced minting profits. The rarity of 
contemporary foreign copper coins confirms this interpretation. Nevertheless, both 
foreign (from neighbouring khanates) and Georgian coins bearing countermarks of 
Teimuraz II and/or Irakli II are known. Countermarking indicates that foreign coppers 
required legalization before circulating locally. The heavy Russian five-copeck coins 
found in the Akhmeta municipality or Gori hoards constitute a notable exception. 
Whether these were imported as coinage or as bullion – and whether intended for 
circulation, re-export, or melting – remains uncertan.

Blocking of private copper minting at Tiflis mint. 
By analogous reasoning, it s plausible that the authorities limited or prohibited 

private mintiing at the Tiflis mint, preventinig private actors – whether subjects or 
foreigners – from competing in the production of copper coinage and thereby satu-
ratinig the market;

Periodic compulsory renovation of circulating copper coinage (Renovatio 
monetae). 

To maximize profit from new copper emissions, the authorities needed to withdraw 
older black money from circulation. This was achieved through periodic invalidation 
of devaluation of earlier types and their replacement wth new issues – a practice well 
attested in Safavid Iran, including eastern Georgia. Recurrent renovatio of circulating 
copper coins in the KKK is evidenced by 

(a) frequent introduction of new types rather than long-term continuity of a single 
design (in contrast, for example, to the Russian Empire); 

(b) extreme rarity of copper hoards - the population understandably avoided up 
the coinage that could be invalidated without warninig and at any moment;

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(c) homogeneity of known hoards – each contains coins of only one type (Teimu-
raz II’s “lions” or Irakli II’s “one-headed eagles”). The Gori hoard, which included 
the copper coins of two types, that is both “two-headed” and “one-headed eagles”, is 
exceptional, though even there the majority of coins were of the later (“one-headed 
eagle”) type. perhaps the owner did not have time to dispose of the already banned 
or reduced “two-headed eagle” coins?

Countermarking copper coins. 
Not infrequently, copper coins of the KKK bear one or two countermarks of 

either Teimuraz II (one type), or Irakli II (two slightly different types). Occasionaly 
a coin bears two countermarks, the later impression partially obliterating the earlier 
one. Rarely, imported coppers issued in the neighbouring khanates were also coun-
termarked. Countermarking – whether of domestic or foreign coinage – implies 
validation, presumably in exchange for a fee. The need for validation points to both 
the lapse of legitimacy of earlier domestic issues, and the illegitimacy of the imported 
ones. Countermarking allowed older coins to remain in circulation without reminting, 
constituting a simplified and less costly form of renovatio moneta (by applying a 
punch instead of melting the old coins and producing the new ones from a raw metal). 

*

Iit is particularly noteworthy that paper derivatives of money - promissory notes 
(baraTi) and bills of exchange (mibarebis baraTi?) - circulated in the KKK. 
Cashless transfers employing this (credit) quasi-money attest to the level, and perhaps 
even the development, of economic relations within the state. 

Moreover, the use of promissory notes and bills of exchange increased the 
effective monetary mass circulating within the Kingdom and the broader region.

*

Given the diversity of currencies circulating wthin the Kingdom, it is only nat-
ural that their spheres of use, status, and functions differed. These distinctions are 
summarised in Table VI.1.

Major actors - the King, the Catholicos, wealthy merchants, and other prominent 
individuals - employed gold coinage (predominantly Dutch ducats) in large transactions, 
as well as heavy Ottoman and, presumably, Russian silver coins. Paper instruments 
such as promissory notes and bills of exchange also played a role.

Sirma currency, however, was universally accessible and served both minor and 
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intermediate transactions – wages, purchases, loans. Sirma silver, particularly the 
abazi denomination, constituted the principal currency for savings and hoardinig. 
Within the silver monometallistic framework, sirma silver enjoyed the status of 
legally valid currency.

Copper coinage played a more limited economic role. It was employed in petty 
transactiions as small change, but, being fiduciary in character, its monetary functions 
were correspondinigly restricted.

	 In conclusion, the economy of the Kingdom of Kartl-Kakheti was based on a 
developed and complex multipart monetary system. On the one hand, it was shaped 
by objective factors: extraction of coin metals in the territory of the state; the domestic 
predominance of world gold (ducat coins); the influx of heavy silver coinage from 
neighbouring states; and the persistence of Oriental (Iranian) monetary traditions. On 
the other hand, its essential structure was also determined by the deliberate actions 
of the authorities – that is, by the monetary policy they pursued. 

Regulation of fiduciary black money; closure of the internal market to foreign silver 
after Irakli II’s reform, coupled with systematic conversion of domestic bullion into 
sirma coinage; and the refusal to issue gold coinage on a mass scale – these constitute 
the most characteristic and remarkable features of the Kingdom’s monetary policy. 

Notably, given limited resources and relatively weak coercive capacity, the mo-
netary system in the Kingdom never severed its connection with material substance 
- that is, coin metal. It remained fundamentally an assemblage of state-backed metal 
ingots, the coins, rather than abstract fiduciary instruments. Yet paper derivatives of 
money - if not the banknotes in the strict sense – did emerge, facilitating circulation 
and increasing the effective monetary supply. 

We may therefore conclude that the monetary system of the Kingdom of Kartl-Ka-
kheti responded adequately to contemporary challenges and, within its structural 
constraints, successfully met the requirements of the state economy.
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
