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DOGHLAURT CEMETERY IN THE LATE BRONZE - EARLY IRON AGE

Introduction

Doghlauri burial ground — one of the largest archaeological sites discovered in the South
Caucasus, both in terms of area and the number of tombs, is located in Georgia, in the
northwest of the village of Doghlauri (Kareli municipality), on the left bank of the Prone
(Ptsa) river, on the second terrace of the river Kura (20 meters above the river level and
approx. 660 meters above the sea level). The terrace is composed of river conglomerates
(3-4 m thick) covered with a clay loam (1.5 m thick) and a humus layer (30-40 cm thick).

Information about the Doghlauri burial ground appeared in the scientific literature in the
70s of the 20" century (Ghambashidze, 1974: 150-168). In 1979-1982, the archaeological
expedition (directed by lulon Gagoshidze) of the S. Janashia State Museum of Georgia
(currently Georgian National Museum) excavated a kurgan of the transitional period from the
Middle Bronze to the Late Bronze Age, in which a two-horse drawn chariot was found. At the
same time, 56 burials of the Early Bronze, Late Bronze and Early Iron Ages were identified
(Gagoshidze et al., 1986: 56). The archaeological site was significantly damaged as a result
of construction on the Ruisi-Agara section of the Thilisi-Senaki-Leselidze highway. Salvage
excavations in 2012, 2013, and 2015 revealed 443 tombs, many of which belong to the
early stages of the Late Bronze Age. In 2013-2015, the Georgian-Italian archaeological
expedition (directed by |. Gagoshidze and E. Rova) excavated stratigraphic trenches on the
eastern and western slopes of Dedoplis Gora (fig.1), which revealed that the construction of
the retaining wall on the hill began in the Late Bronze Age (Gagoshidze, Rova, 2018: 534),
above the Kura-Araxes cultural layer of the Early Bronze Age. Based on the burial inventory,
mainly pottery, it can be inferred that Doghlauri burial ground is directly connected to Dedoplis
Gora, as well as to some surrounding minor settlement hills. Archaeological surveys carried
out on these smaller mounds in the 1970s and 80s revealed dense occupation in the Late
Bronze — Early Iron Ages. Unfortunately, the material recovered in these surveys (mostly
pottery, but also other objects) have not yet been published.
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Chronology

Human bone samples from the burials of the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age were selected for
the 14C dating. Based on the radiocarbon dating and comparative-chronological methods,
only a few burials and jurgan Ne1 are attributed to the transitional stage from the Middle to
the Late Bronze Age. The most numerous group, with more than three hundred complexes,
can be dated to the early phase of the Late Bronze Age (Late Bronze Age |, turn of the
15M-14" — mid. 13" cc BCE). 14 burials are attributed to the Il phase (Late Bronze Age I,
second half of the 13" — first half of the 12" cc BCE). The next stage, with 15 complexes,
falls between the turn of the 12"-11" — 10" cc BCE (Early Iron age ), while the second
phase of the Early Iron Age (Early Iron Age Il) between the 9"-8" cc BCE (pl. 1). The
typological difference of the pottery and other objects intended for the deceased (weaponry
and jewelry) between these chronological groups is obvious. These significant differences
between the chronological groups may be related to waves of migration, the establishment
of new cultural traditions, or the political and economic changes in the region.

Burial rites

Doghlauri cemetery in terms of arrangement of tombs as well as burial rites finds
similarities with other monuments of the transitional period from the Middle to the Late Bronze
Age, Late Bronze Age and Early Iron Age of Caucasus. At the same time, the presence
of local elements characteristic only of this site distinguishes it from other synchronous
archaeological monuments of the region.

In 1980, the kurgan Ne1 and two pit-graves of the transitional period from the Middle
to the Late Bronze Age were excavated near the village Doghlauri. The kurgan with oval
embankment was directed from east to west (length — 12 m, width — 10 m, height — 0.5 m).
Burial chamber was supposedly covered with a wooden roof and had an elongated shape
narrowing at the western part, repeating the shape of a handcart. The burial chamber was
completely filled with cobblestones probably due to the collapse of the ceiling. As a result
the inventory and skeleton were terribly damaged. Only the lower limbs of the deceased
were preserved. Two horse skeletons were found in the western and central parts of the
chamber. The burial inventory was represented by 8 black-burnished clay vessels (pl. 2).,
two bronze wheel-shaped bits, five bronze items intended for harnessing a horse and a
bronze barrel-shaped bead (pl. 3) (Gagoshidze et al., 1986: 65).

The burial inventory of two synchronous pit-graves (Ne3-1979 and Ne42-1980) contained
only clay vessels, mainly medium-sized pots (pl. 4; 16).
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Majority of the Late Bronze — Early Iron Age burials were severely damaged and robbed.
The remains of the stone debris and the cobblestones unearthed above or inside the grave
pits suggest the presence of a medium or large embankment, which may be a continuation
of the tradition of arranging kurgans of the previous era. Burials do not cross each other,
except of two cases — the burials of the Late Bronze Age (NeNe115-2012, 156-2013) were
damaged by the Early Iron Age burials (NeNe115a-2012, 177-2013) (fig. 2).

Inhumation graves are mostly characterized by rectangular, elongated pits, and in the
case of cenotaphs, there are pits of various sizes — rectangular, oval and circular. The
stone embankment was arranged on top of both inhumation tombs and cenotaphs. The
burial pits of the Late Bronze Age were arranged at an average depth of 1.2-1.5 m from the
ground surface. The length of the rectangular tombs reached 2 meters, and the width varied
between 1.2-1.5 meters.

According to the intact tombs, certain regularities can be observed in terms of the posture
and orientation of the deceased. The dead were placed in a crouched position, males on
the right side, and females — on the left. The deceased were placed with the head mostly to
the north, in some cases with a slight deviation to the east or west. Most of the inhumation
graves were individual; only five graves with two skeletons inside were recorded.

No traces of mats were observed on the bottom of the graves suggesting, that the
deceased were placed directly on the soil. Tomb N218-2015 (pl. 171. 1) is an exception:
the deceased was buried on the left side, in a crouched position on the threshing-board.
The tradition of burying the individual on the threshing-board is quite rare in the Caucasus
region of the Late Bronze Age. 9 graves with threshing-boards were discovered in Trialeti,
at Eli-Baba burial ground (Murvanidze, 2010: 410). Similar burials were traced in Tsaghvli
(Ramishvili, 1999a: 29-35), Dzveli Kanda (Bokhochadze et al., 1986: 45) and Bornighele
(Ghambashidze, 1987: 36-43) cemeteries.

Animal bones are often found in Late Bronze Age burials. From the graves studied in
2012, 2013 and 2015, animal bones were found in 52 inhumation burials and only one
cenotaph (Ne145-2013). In the southern part of the grave Ne101-2012, a whole skeleton of
cattle was found near the lower limbs of the deceased (pl. 65. 1). Cattle skulls were found in
burials NeNe60-2012, 183-2013, and 228-2013. Animal bones were also discovered inside
clay vessels.

Palynological data revealed that different food was placed in the vessels intended for the
deceased. However, the analysis of the contents and the supposed functional purpose of
the vessel sometimes do not coincide. For example, walnuts and hazelnuts collected in the
forest were placed in the churn from burial N214-2013 (pl. 90. 9).

Among the graves of the Late Bronze Age |, there are 30 cenotaphs — burials in which
the bones of the deceased have not been recorded. Such graves are scarsely discovered
on the archaeological sites of the South Caucasus, and Doghlauri cemetery stands out by
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their abundance. The chronological framework of such burials is quite wide and covers the
period from the 15"-14™" up to the middle of the 13" centuries BCE. Like the inhumation
burials, most of the cenotaphs discovered on the Doghlauri burial ground were damaged,
but not looted or disturbed. Cenotaphs usually contained only pottery. Cenotaph Ne164-
2013 (pl. 134) is of interest with 30 clay vessels arranged in rows. Cenotaph Ne46-2012 (pl.
105. 1) had a rectangular pit in which 29 vessels of different types were placed.

The burial inventory in the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age graves of Doghlauri is diverse.
Identified archaeological material is represented by clay vessels, weapons, jewelry and
other items determining social status of the deceased.

Pottery is the main archaeological material found in the graves of the Late Bronze-Early
Iron Age. There was no specific rule for their placement in inhumation graves. Clay pots
of different types and dimentions are found near the skull, as well as in the area of the
upper and lower limbs of the deceased. There are also frequent cases of placing vessels
alongside the grave walls.

Weaponry is rare in the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age burials of Doghlauri. They were found
only in 23 burials. Different types of jewelry were discovered at the Doghlauri cemetery both
in female and male graves.

Most of the burials of the Early Iron Age are disturbed and looted as in the previous
period. Osteological material was present only in several graves. Animal bones were also
attested in the graves of the Early Iron Age. In burial Ne125-2012 (fig. 3. pl. 71) the bronze
spearhead and deer antler base were found. The animal bones were placed on trays in the
south-eastern part of the burial. Skeleton was absent. Supposedly this burial of a warrior
represents a cenotaph, so widespread in the Late Bronze Age.

Pottery

Pottery from the different complexes of Doghlauri burial ground can be directly attributed
to the stratigraphical sequences of the Dedoplis Gora Mound. This underlines the practical
purpose of the burial inventory. At the same time, it is possible to consider these burial
complexes in relation to the cultural layers and determine their chronological framework
through radiocarbon data or comparative-typological analysis. The statistical analysis of
grave goods indicate that pottery is dominant among the inventory assemblages. Unlike
the previous periods, at the transitional stage from the Middle to the Late Bronze Age an
important innovation emerged in ceramic production — potter’s wheels were used to produce
clay vessels. A significant portion of the pottery is well fired, and the clay is fine grained.
Based on the stylistic analysis of the pottery, ornamentation is quite diverse and repeats
traditions spread across the vast territory of the South Caucasus region. In the early stages
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of the Late Bronze Age, dotted and wedge-shaped imprints are dominant, forming a triangle
under the neck and upper body of the vessel; solar symbols (swastika, meanders), black
polished triangles and net-shaped or wavy lines are also widespread. The pottery of the
later period is black or gray polished, although it is characterized by other ornamentation,
forming wavy relief and coniferous motifs.

Pottery of the transitional period from the Middle to the Late Bronze Age. From the middle
of the 2" millennium BCE a significant change takes place in the pottery repertoire. The
second half of the 15" century BCE represents a transitional stage, when the elements of
pottery typical of the Late Bronze Age appear. Kurgan Ne1 and burials NeNe3-1979 and
42-1981 are attributed to this period with the vessels that resemble the material from the
Berikldeebi barrows (Gagoshidze et al., 1986: 65).

Late Bronze Age |. The Late Bronze Age | pottery is most numerous deriving from more
than 300 burial complexes. Several types of vessels could be distinguished in this group:
pitchers, pots, churns, drinking vessels, and bowls.

Pitchers. Pitchers are characterized by narrow neck and relatively high, wide body and
narrow bottom. They vary in size, as large and medium pitchers can be distinguished.
Several decorative techniques could be observed: chevrons, swastikas and meanders
drawn with dots using a comb-shaped tool; triangles composed with wedge-shaped imprints;
one or more rows of horizontal lines in relief. In some cases, ornaments are drawn precisely
between these rows of raised bands, interchanging wedge-shaped imprints and swastikas
consisting of dots under the neck. In addition, polished lines are also common, creating
a wavy or net-shaped décor. The large pitcher from burial Ne156-2013 is characterized
by fine-grained clay and black polished surface (pl. 131. 1). The inner surface is pinkish,
and two relief lines are placed on the shoulder with a meander motif created by the dots
between them. Similar décor is observed in 15 burials of the Late Bronze Age, mostly on
the pitchers. These vessels find parallels near Thilisi in the Namgalamitsa barrow Ne2
and Namgalamitsa settlement layer Il (Bedianashvili, 2005: 173, fig. 214). An interesting
sherd of a large vessel placed in burial Ne127-2012 depicted the meander and solar motifs
together (pl. 72. 3). A similar shaped large pitcher from burial Ne164-2013 is ornamented
with interchanging wedge-shaped imprints and polished lines on the shoulder (pl. 134. 2).
Several horizontal relief strips are placed under them. The height of the vessel reaches 51
cm, and it has a grayish surface, both exterior and interior.

The tradition of ornamenting the vessels with swastikas is traced back to the Middle
Bronze Age kurgans of Trialeti, mostly on large storage vessels (Gogadze, 1972: pls. 24,
29). Parallels of Doghlauri style swastikas of the earliest stages of the Late Bronze Age are
found neither in the studied region, nor in the neighboring area, although the ornamentation
technique and the shapes of the vessels are otherwise quite common. The medium sized
pitcher with swastikas is observed in burial Ne197- 2013 (pl. 146. 3).
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Pots. Pots are the most widely varied of the pottery assemblages of the Doghlauri burial
ground, with different shapes, dimensions and techniques of ornamentation. Several main
sub-types could be distinguished. Each is characterized by uniformity of shape, produced
on a potter’s wheel without exception, and black or grayish polished surface.

1. The first sub-type is the most widespread, with a well-defined, in some cases narrow,
neck; broad body, and narrow bottom. The techniques of ornamentation of these pots
are quite diverse: wedge-shaped imprints, chevrons created with dots, swastikas,
relief or incised horizontal lines, black polished triangles, nets, or wavy motifs. The
pots adorned with swastikas, combined with other motifs are found in burials Ne10-
2013 and Ne79-2013. The pot from burial Ne79-2013 has a combination of dotted
triangles and swastikas, as well as wedge-shaped imprints between the relief strips
on the upper part of the belly (pl. 113). The depiction of an animal is placed on the pot
from burial N2e10-2013, alongside with dotted chevrons (fig. 7; pl. 87. 2). The wedge-
shaped imprints alongside with the polished vertical lines are creating interesting
motif on the black glazed pot with two ledges from the grave Ne71-2012 (fig. 8; pl.
57).

2. Pots with low necks are simple in ornamentation, dominated by incised horizontal
lines that follow the vessel below the neck and around the shoulder and one or more
rows of twisted, rope-like relief lines. This sub-type of pots originates mostly from
the cenotaphs of Doghlauri. The pots from burials Ne6-2013 (pl. 82. 5) and Ne7-
2013 (pl. 84. 2) have reddish surface, probably caused by fire. They belong to the
so-called Baiburt style vessels, named after an archaeological site near the village
Baiburt in southern Georgia, excavated by B. Kuftin (Kuftin, 1947, pl. LVII). They are
also common for the northern part of Armenia, especially in the Artik burial ground
(Khachatryan, 1979: 133, 140, 142, 145). Two pots from burials Ne10-2013 (fig. 9;
pl. 87. 5) and Ne26-2015, have wedge-shaped imprints forming triangles under the
rim. Presumably, they represent cauldrons with a close analogue in the Artik burial
ground (Khachatryan, 1979: 115).

3. Pots with two small handles, presumably for hanging with ropes are found in the
early complexes of the Late Bronze Age and, like the previous sub-type, are not so
widespread. Two pots were well-preserved from burials Ne7-2013 (pl. 84. 4) and
Ne12-2013 (pl. 88. 2) and find close parallels in burials Ne355 and Ne110 of the
Artik (Khachatryan, 1979: 110, 265) and grave Ne57 of the Gadrekily burial grounds
(Pitskhelauri, 1979: pl. XIX).

Churns. Churns are also widely represented in the repertoire of the burial complexes and
is one of the characteristic elements of the Late Bronze | pottery of Doghlauri. They were
discovered in burials of both male and female individuals. This type of vessel does not differ
from the first sub-type of pots in shape or size. All are decorated with incised lines below the
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neck and have a fluid-draining hole placed among these lines or below them. In one case,
the churn from the burial Ne19-2013 was decorated with wavy lines below the neck (pl. 34. 4).

Vessels with zoomorphic handles. Interesting specimens of pottery were discovered at
Doghlauri, in the form of vessels with two handles arranged parallel to each other. Most
of them are adorned with zoomorphic motifs that symbolize animal ears. This element of
decoration is characteristic of the pottery at the early stages of the Late Bronze Age. Both
large and medium-sized vessels decorated with zoomorphic handles are defined by their
wider body, narrow neck, and bottom. A distinctive specimen was found in grave Ne6-2013,
a cenotaph. The vessel, which was only partly restored, brings together various decorative
motifs: wedge-shaped imprints, incised lines creating vertical and circular ornaments, and
oblique lines that form triangles on the upper part of the body (fig. 10; pl. 83. 2). Another
vessel with zoomorphic handles found in burial Ne197-2013 (fig. 11; pl. 146. 5) is decorated
using related methods. Relatively small vessel (pot) with zoomorphic handles from burial
Ne156-2013 is adorned with triangles created by oblique lines. Intercrossing lines between
the rim and handles also form unique motif (fig. 12. pl. 130. 2). This type of Doghlauri pottery
finds parallels with the vessels from the grave Ne4 excavated in Thilisi, at the Ghrmaghele
burial ground (Koridze, 1955: 93), Natsargora of Tskhinvali (Gobejishvili, 1951: pls. X, 6, XI,
1, XVI, 1), Natakhtari (Sadradze et al., 2018: 58, fig. 255), Plevi (Ramishvili, 1999b: 56).

Large or medium sized zoomorphic vessels are in fact distinguishable from mass-spread
types of ceramic products of the early stages of the Late Bronze Age pottery at Doghlauri.
We suggest a single manufacturing centre, where such richly ornamented vessels were
produced and distributed throughout the various areas of South Caucasus. The burial
complexes where this type of pottery is discovered contain other mass spread types, both
in terms of shape and ornamentation, and it is difficult to define a narrow chronological
framework. In our opinion, similar pottery may be attributed to the period between the 14"
and 13" centuries BCE.

Drinking Vessels with a high neck. They are represented in a relatively small quantity.
Most have high narrow neck, wide rim and body, with an undefined bottom. An interesting
specimen is a clay jar found near the skull of the deceased in burial Ne194-2013. The jar has
an open mouth and elongated neck. It is made of fine-grained clay with small inclusions,
and black polished surface. The base of the neck is adorned with wavy ornament and
horizontal incised line (fig. 13. pl. 144. 2). Similar line is incised in the middle of the belly.
This kind of vessel is known in the scientific literature as Melighele vessel according to the
Melighele archaeological site in the Kakheti region of Georgia (Pitskhelauri, 1973: 112-113,
pls. XXV-XXVI). It is characteristic of the Central Transcaucasian Late Bronze Age.

Bowls. Bowls are represented in large quantity at Doghlauri. Three main sub-types could
be distinguished. The shapes are mostly identical and are characterized by a wide rim,
wide belly, and narrow bottom. There are several specimens with elongated, funnel-shaped
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base, as in the case of the bowl from burial Ne116-2013, with incised fingernail décor on the
body (pl. 119. 8). Bowls from burials NeNe130-2012, 47-2013, and 99-2013 (pl. 73. 4; 106.
3; 115. 5) have sides bent inwards, probably as a result of pressing with fingers before the
firing process. The tradition of induced bowls is attested at various archaeological sites in
the South Caucasus. Burial Ne99-2013, a cenotaph, also contained a bow! with a profound
bottom (pl. 115. 3) and a bowl with a small handle and the holes on the bottom (pl. 116.
1). The bowl has reddish surface, probably connected to the amount of oxygen in the kiln
during the firing process. Reddish pottery is quite rare at Doghlauri, represented only by
a small number of bowls and pottery. The holes on the bottom of the bowls presumably
indicate that these are strainers. Only two specimens in total were found in the burials.

Pottery of the Late Bronze Age Il. Pottery of the Late Bronze Age Il group is comprised of
14 burial complexes and contains relatively different material from the LBA | burials (NeNe6-
1979, 7-1979, 8-1979, 27-1980, 61-1981, 16-2012, 17-2012, 21-2013, 22-2013, 42-2013,
50-2013, 103-2013, 199-2013, 257-2013). Various types of pottery are represented bearing
same manufacturing features and is characterized both by rough and fine-grained clay with
black polished surface.

The technique of ornamentation is particularly important, namely, vertically arranged
stamped circles, swastikas and rhomboids, as well as coniferous ornament and grooved
surface.

Close parallels of the stamped circles on the vessels from burials NeNe21-2013, 50-
2013 and 257-2013 (pl. 94. 4; 108. 4; 166. 5) are mostly discovered in the archaeological
sites of Late Bronze Age Transcaucasia, though these patterns of vessel decoration are
not widespread. The earliest examples of stamped circles are attested on the pottery of
the Middle Bronze Age kurgans of Trialeti (Gogadze, 1972: pl. XXXI). There are several
notable archaeological sites from the Late Bronze Age where pottery decorated with
stamped circles have been discovered: Dedoplis Gora (Gagoshidze, Rova, 2018: 535, fig.
13), Katlaniskhevi (Kakhutaishvili, 1964: pl. XXIl), Tsikhiagora (Makharadze et al., 2023:
92, 94), Samtavro (Kalandadze, 1980: figs. 72, 89), Ghrmaghele (Koridze, 1956: 85-93,
figs. 17, 18, 26), Chalipiragorebi (Abramishvili et al., 1991: 47-49, pl. 120), Mchadijvari
(Pitskhelauri, 2005: pl. V1), Pevrebi (Pitskhelauri, 2005: pl. LV), Natsargora of Tskhinvali
(Gobejishvili, 1951: pl. 10), Tserovani Il (Sadradze, 1991: pls. LXVII-LXIX), Urbnisi (the
material is unpublished, stored in the Georgian National Museum), Lori-Berd (Devedjian,
1981: 47-50, pls. XIV-XVI), Metsamor (Khanzadian, 1995: 83, fig. 36), Amkheris Gora
(Ghambashidze, Ghambashidze, 1995: 54, pl. 73), Ganjachay Valley (Guseynova, 1989:
pl. 5) and etc.

The stamped swastikas on the vessels from the graves Ne17-2012 (pl. 30) and Ne50-
2013 (pl. 108. 4) are noteworthy; analogues are found only in the Late Bronze Age layers of
Dedoplis Gora, and it has not been recorded at other archaeological sites.
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Mugs with zoomorphic handles were found in three burial complexes (NeNe17-2012, 22-
2013, 50-2013), with direct parallels from the Samtavro burial ground (Kalandadze, 1980:
figs. 72, 89).

The origins of the pottery of this group and their cultural attribution are rather difficult
to establish. Its small number of burial complexes and different grave good elements may
indicate both the social status of the individuals buried in these burials and certain migration
waves. For example, graves Ne17-2012 and Ne22-2013 contain richly ornamented bronze
jewelry and weaponry, as well as the items reflecting social status (bronze axe and hook,
stone mace-heads). Antimony beads and pendants were also discovered in grave Ne257-
2013.

Pottery of the Early Iron Age. A small number of the Early Iron Age burials have been
identified at Doghlauri, and cover the period around the edge of the 12™-11"" cc BCE till the
first quarter of the 1 millennium BCE. The shape of pottery, ornamentation techniques,
alongside with the features of the metal objects, radically differ from the preceding
archaeological material. Iron objects, primarily weaponry, begin to appear in the burial
complexes of the beginning of the 1% millennium BCE. In contrast to the early stages of the
Late Bronze Age, weaponry is widely represented in burials belonging to male individuals,
which indicates radical changes in the beginning of the Early Iron Age.

Relatively small number of graves of this period were excavated at Doghlauri, most of
them damaged or looted. Small numbers of ceramic vessels from this period are represented:
churns, jugs, pots, trays etc.

Trays. Trays represent the most widespread type of vessel in the Doghlauri burial ground
in the Early Iron Age. Supposedly, the funerary repast was placed on the trays, as was the
case in the SE part of burial Ne125-2012 (pl. 71).

Churns. Churns were discovered only in two burials of the Early Iron Age: Ne232-2013 (pl.
159. 2) and Ne23-2015 (pl. 172. 4). They have a similar size and shape, but different décor.
Unlike the churns of the earlier stages of the Late Bronze Age, these vessels are made
with thick and unevenly fired clay. They find close parallels in synchronous archaeological
material from Samtavro (Kalandaze, 1980: cat, 131, 586), Plavismani (Makalatia, 1930: fig.
14, 1), Khovlegora (Muskhelishvili, 1978: pl. L) and Kvasatali (Japaridze, 1966: pl. IlI).

Pots. Only one pot from burial Ne37-2013 was restored to its original shape (pl. 103.
5). The surface was covered with several lines of wavy ornament — a widespread motif in
the Shida Kartli region. A similar vessel was unearthed in the VI layer of the Khovlegora
settlement (Muskhelishvili, 1978: pl. XV).

Jugs. Only few jugs are found in the burials of the Early Iron Age at Doghlauri. They have
a similar feature — handles attached directly to the rim (pl. 9. 2; 20. 2; 25. 1). Similar jugs are
widespread in the archaeological sites of the first quarter of the 15 millennium BCE in the
Shida Kartli region, mainly Tsaghvli in Khashuri Municipality (Ramishvili, 2001: 165, 166).
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Results of Palynological analysis. The data obtained from palynological analysis can
aid the research of natural landscapes and the climate of the Late Bronze — Early Iron Age
Doghlauri and possibly the entire Shida Kartli region. After laboratory processing, among
the material suitable for palynological research, a large number of palynomorphs were
observed in the contents (fig. 17; 18).

It seems that the forest was well developed around the burial ground, where beech, oak,
hornbeam, brushwood, elm, lime, walnut, hazel, alder, and other trees grew. On the high
ridges, pine trees were spread, with a mixture of fir-tree, and spruce.

Climatic conditions were warmer and more humid than today. But if we compare the
paleoecological conditions of the Late Bronze Age of Shida Kartli region with the Early
Bronze Age, taking into account the Doghlauri burials and the Dedoplis Gora layers, it
becomes clear that the climate of the Late Bronze Age was not as warm as during the
era of the Early Bronze Age. Heat-loving taxons, such as chestnut, phloem and zelkova,
which are well represented in the material of the Early Bronze age settlements in the Shida
Kartli region, are almost absent in the examined material from Late Bronze age vessels
(Kvavadze et al., 2020). The results of palynological analysis suggest cattle-breeding and
different agricultural activities, such as: harvesting of different cereals, flax, cultivation of
vineyards and gardens.

Weaponry, insignia and horse harness

Weaponry of the Doghlauri burial ground is represented by: daggers — in 10 graves,
spearheads — in 13 graves, arrowheads — in 2 graves. There are parts of horse harness
(kurgan Ne1) and various items of ritual purpose or determining social status: axe (Ne17-
2012), mace-heads (NeNe17-2012, 125-2012, 139-2012); hook (Ne17-2012); ritual stone
(Ne48-2013).

Horse bit. The details of a horse harness and two bronze, open-work wheel-shaped
bits have been confirmed at kurgan Ne1 (pl. 3. 6, 7). Similar bits are known from the
following sites: Surami, Artik, Alaverdi, Zagalu, Lchashen (Shultanishvili, 2008: Figs. 3, 8).
The archaeological material of kurgan Ne1, including pottery, is radically different from the
material of the early stage of the Late Bronze Age. Bits and other details of the horse
harness were not recorded in the numerous burials of the Late Bronze — Early Iron Age
Doghlauri.

Daggers. Daggers were found in 10 graves — NeNe57-1981, 59-2012, 22-2013, 159-
2013, 163-2013, 168-2013, 210-2013, 232-2013, 244-2013, 23-2015.

The daggers with the slight curvature of the mouth are spread in burials of the Late
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Bronze Age | and Il graves. Five of them were discovered in the burials of the Doghlauri
cemetery (graves NeNe22-2013, 159-2013, 168-2013, 210-2013, 244-2013) and can be
dated to the 14™"-12" cc. BCE.

A dagger from Ne22-2013 grave of the Late Bronze Age Il is of particular importance
(pl. 98. 9). The dagger is completely cast, rounded at the top (dimensions: length — 32.5,
width — 5.6 cm.). Similar daggers were found at the following sites: Plevi (Ramishvili, 1999b:
57); Zemo Sasireti hoard (Bedianashvili, Robinson, 2022: 64); Brili (Khashuri municipality)
(Ramishvili, 1999b: 64); Koban in the North Caucasus (Uvarova, 1900: 26, pl. VIII, 5, IX,
3), Tskhinvali (Tekhov, 1977: 99, fig. 88, 3-5) and Macharistskali (Borjomi municipality)
(Ghambashidze et al., 1984: 20, pl. XXIlII, 1).

In total four units of leaf-shaped daggers were found at Doghlauri cemetery (graves
NeNe59-2012 (pl. 63. 2), 232-2013 (2 units) (pl. 160. 2, 3), 23-2015 (pl. 172. 6). The blade
of these daggers is flat, thin and triangular in shape, with a sharp and narrow ridge. Leaf-
shaped daggers are absent in the Late Bronze Age burials of Doghlauri and appear in the
Early Iron Age | at the turn of the 12"-11"" cc. BCE.

Spearheads. Spearheads were unearthed from the following graves of Doghlauri (NeNe7-
1979, 20-1980, 24-1980, 55-1981, 66-1981, 59-2012, 125-2012, 22-2013, 152-2013, 184-
2013, 203 -2013, 232-2013, 233-2013), among them 13 — bronze and 2 — iron.

Spearheads with sharply defined ridge could be found in the burials of the early stage of
the Late Bronze Age (NeNe152-2013, 203-2013, 233-2013). Only the spearhead found in
grave Ne152-2013 (pl. 129. 5) is different in shape.

Spearheads of different sizes were found in burials NeNe22-2013 (pl. 98. 7, 8) and 184-
2013 (pl. 140. 2) belonging to the Il stage of the Late Bronze Age. In contrast to LBAI, a new
detail — grooves can be observed along the ridge. Bronze short spearheads also appear in
the burials of the LBA Il (NeNe7-1979, 66-1981).

From the turn of the 12"-11" cc. BCE, changes can be observed in the spearheads of
Doghlauri, although, like in the Late Bronze Age all of them have open sockets (NeNe24-
1980, 59-2012, 125-2012, 232-2013). Iron spearheads with open sockets appear in the
graves dated to the first quarter of the 15t millennium BCE (NeNe20-1980, 55-1981).

Arrowheads. 3 obsidian unfluted arrowheads characteristic of the Late Bronze Age were
confirmed in burial Ne132-2013 (pl. 124. 2). One obsidian and 2 flint arrowheads from grave
Ne154-2013 are also unfluted. Arrowheads were found only in these two burials and are a
rare type of weapon for the Doghlauri burial ground.

Axe. Colchian bronze axe was found in grave Ne17-2012 of Doghlauri (pl. 29. 4). This
type of bronze axe is common in western Transcaucasia and is discovered mainly in
hoards. Therefore, as T. Mikeladze rightly pointed out the chronological framework of these
weapons is determined according to the complexes found in Eastern Georgia (Mikeladze,

1985: 31). The typological classification of the Colchian axe has been elaborated by many
scientists (R. Virkhov, V. Chantre, Fr. Hanchar, P. Uvarova, O. Japaridze, V. Krupnov, D.
Koridze, G. Gobejishvili, L. Sakharova).

According to L. Sakharova’s classification, the chronological range of the existence of
the Colchian axe is determined between 15"-7"" cc. BCE. Doghlauri axe belongs to the type
| spread in the 13"-11" cc. BCE (Sakharova, 1998: pl. IV). Based on radiocarbon dating,
burial Ne17-2012 containing another interesting material such as bronze hook and stone
mace-heads could be placed between the second half of the 13™ c¢. and first half of the 12"
c. BCE.

Hook. The Bronze hook from grave Ne17-2012 of Doghlauri is an interesting specimen
supposedly belonging to the tools (pl. 29. 5). However, we assume that it could also have
a ritual purpose. Bronze hooks on the territory of Georgia are known from Zveli (Aspindza
municipality), from the second layer of the three-layered kurgan of the Middle Bronze
Age (Ghambashidze, Kvizhinadze, 1979: 63, pl. XI, 10) and in the dolmen II of upper
Eshera. Hooks are also discovered in the dolmens of the north-west Caucasus (Stanitsa
Novosvobodnaya dolmen, dolmen Ne75 of the Izinka Basin.) (Markovin, 1978: 263, fig. 130,
13-15). Hooks from Lori-berd in Armenia are dated to the 16"-15" cc. BCE. (Devedjian,
1981: 17, pl. XV).

Bronze hooks dated to the second half of the 2" millennium BCE are known from
Shilda shrine (Kakheti region), Navtlughi (Tbilisi), and Bornighele (Borjomi municipality)
(Ghambashidze, Ghambashidze 1986: 23, pl. XLIX, 14). In contrast to the above-mentioned
ones Doghlauri hook is sharply bent and has sickle-shaped top.

Mace-heads. Three mace-heads were found on the Doghlauri cemetery, two of them in
the Ne17-2012 and one in grave Ne139-2012 (fig. 21; pl. 29. 2, 3; 77. 3). They were mounted
on a wooden handle and represented a symbol (insignia) of power. Stone mace-heads are
less characteristic of the Late Bronze Age. Spherical mace-heads similar to Doghlauri were
found in burial Ne2 of Kobali (Algeti Valley) (Tushishvili, Amiranashvili, 1980: 125, pl. LVI,
6), grave Ne101 of Metsamor (Khanzadian, 1995: pl. 22) and in the Ill layer of Tskhinvali
Natsargora (Gobejishvili, 1951: 266, pl. IX, 4).

In the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age mace-heads are mostly made of bronze. From the
graves containing mace-heads on the Doghlauri cemetery Ne139-2012 belong to the Late
Bronze |, and Ne17-2012 to the Late Bronze II.

Ritual stone. In the damaged grave Ne48-2013 of Doghlauri which according to the
pottery types belongs to the Late Bronze Age |, an oval-shaped item curved from volcanic
tuff was found (strength on the Mohs scale 4 to 5) (pl. 107. 2). Different ornamental motifs
including triangles, rhomboids, short oblique and vertical lines are curved on the stone. No
similar objects are known to date.
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Jewelry

Jewelry is represented in a rather wide range in burials of the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age
Doghlauri. Jewelry is diverse and includes almost all types diffused in this period — diadem,
collars, earrings, pendants, bracelets, ring, beads, buttons and pins. Metal jewelry is mostly
made of bronze. Several samples of antimony and gold were also found.

Diadem. Ribbon-shaped bronze diadem with rounded ends was found next to the human
skull in burial Ne15-2015 of the Late Bronze Age | (pl. 169. 3). On the territory of Georgia,
the oldest sample of this type of headdress decoration is confirmed in the Early Bronze Age,
at Kvatskhelebi, which is made of a copper plate and images of astral signs, water birds and
deer are engraved on its surface (Javakhishvili, Ghlonti, 1962: pl. XXXVI).

Headdresses with solar and geometric ornaments made in the repoussé technique
are attested on the Late Bronze Age monuments of Central Transcaucasia. They were
discovered in burials of Tlia cemetery dated to the 14"-13" cc. BCE (Tekhov, 1963: 51-55).

Adiadem decorated with repoussé technique with the image of a goat and a swastika has
been attested in grave Ne279 in Artik, which according to the T. Khachatryan’s classification
belongs to the Il chronological group dated to the 12%-11" cc. BCE (Khachatrian, 1979:
227). A similar diadem was found on the monuments of Azerbaijan — in the materials of
Khachbulag, Kyzylvank, Chovdar, Mingechaur, and Dolanlar (Sadykhzade, 1971: pl. IV).

Neck-ring. This type of jewelry was confirmed in the Late Bronze Age graves NeNe123-
2013, 172-2013, 188-2013, 252-2013 of Doghlauri. The stems are round or twisted, with
flattened, twisted ends. Both types were recorded in the same complex (Ne123-2013) and
are contemporaneous. Both types of neck-rings are also attested in burial Ne27 of Tserovani
[l cemetery (Sadradze, 1991: pl. XIX, 2, 5, 6). Two neck-rings with twisted stems were found
in grave Ne1 of Nasadgomari dated to the 13" c¢. BCE (Pitskhelauri, Menabde, 1982: 143,
pl. VI, ¢). Plain and twisted neck-rings can be found on monuments of the Late Bronze —
Early Iron Age Azerbaijan: Mingechaur, Chovdar, Kyzylvank, and Dolanlar (Sadykhzade,
1971: pl.VID).

Earrings. Oval-shaped earrings with overlapping ends are found in the following burial
complexes of Doghlauri — NeNe17-2013, 172-2013, 188-2013, and 234-2013.

An earring together with the fragments of a gold plate was found in burial Ne17-2013. An
ellipsoid hexagonal, short cylinder-shaped and rounded carnelian and talc beads were also
attested in the grave (pl. 92. 2-4, 6, 7).

Almost complete set of jewelry corresponding to the fashion of the Late Bronze Age |
was found in grave Ne172-2013 among them a pair of earrings of this type (pl. 138). A pair
of earrings was also identified in burial Ne234-2013 along with massive bracelets with cut
ends and engraved geometric ornaments.
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This type of earrings is confirmed in the materials of the Kviratskhoveli cemetery in the
graves dated to the 15"-14™" cc. BCE (Ghambashidze et al., 1985: 34; pls. XXXV, 33, 36,
27; XXXVII, 21).

Pendants. Different types of bronze pendants were attested in the burial complexes of
Doghlauri. A chain with four-pointed star-shaped plates and openwork balls hung on them from
the grave Ne123-2013 was placed around the neck and chest of the deceased (pl. 121. 3). Only
the openwork ball was confirmed in the robbed burial Ne212-2013 of Doghlauri (pl. 153. 3).

Fragments of triangular pendant with hoops were discovered in grave Ne252-2013 of
Doghlauri (pl. 165. 3). Similar pendants are known from Mingechaur materials (Sadykhzade,
1971: pl. Xl, 6,7). On Artik cemetery there are triangular bronze pendants with the
representations of birds (graves NeNe108, 248) and balls (grave Ne93) suspended.

Another variety of this kind of jewelry was found in Doghlauri burial Ne172-2013 (pl. 138.
8). The triangular pendant decorated with twisted ornament has three hoops. The closest
analogue of this item is confirmed in grave Ne34 of Artik burial ground, with openwork birds
suspended on the lower hoops (Khachatrian, 1979: 127).

Two miniature pendants of birds were discovered in burial Ne252-2013 of Doghlauri (pl.
165. 1). The larger openwork bird has a flat base and a hoop on the neck. Analogues of
this pendant are often found in graves of Borjomi, Dilijan (Esayan, Oganesyan, 1969: 152,
tab. XXXVIII, 3, 4), and especially in burials of Artik necropolis. On the Arctik cemetery, they
are hung with chains on the openwork plates (Khachatrian, 1979: 156). Two such pendants
were found in grave Ne89 of Kviratskhoveli dated to the 141"-12% cc. BCE (Ghambashidze
et al., 1985: 35, pl. XXXVII, 5, 18). Similar pendants were attested in the ,Redkin lager*
materials, dated by A. Martirosian to the 101-9" cc. BCE (Martirosian, 1964: 201) and in the
materials of Azerbaijan (Khachbulag, Chovlar) (Sadykdzade, 1971: pl. XIl, 6, 7).

Miniature figurine of a bird with divided ends has been confirmed in Doghlauri Late
Bronze Age Il grave Ne257-2013 (pl. 167. 9). Such pendants were found in graves Ne9 and
Ne26 of Nasadgomari cemetery (Pitskhelauri, Menabde, 1982: pls. XI, 98; XV, 204, 205,
206). Two similar items are attested in burial Ne4 of Tserovani Il (Sadradze, 1991: 37, 82;
pl. LXXX). Analogues of these pendants are also found in the materials of the Shilda Shrine
(Maisuradze, Pantskhava, 1984: pl. XXVI, 2, 10, 11).

Pendants in the shape of central Transcaucasian axe attract special attention from this
category of items. Small axes made of antimony (3 units) were found in grave Ne257-2013
(pl. 167. 10). Three antimony axe-shaped pendants were confirmed in pit grave Ne39 of the
Madnischala cemetery (Tushishvili, 1972: 35; fig. 14). Two antimony axe-shaped pendants
are parts of the necklace from Chalipiragorebi (Lordkipanidze, 2015: 124, cat. Ne130).

Fragments of moon-shaped bronze pendants (lunula) were found in burials Ne105-2013
(pl. 118. 4) and Ne165-2013 of Doghlauri (pl. 135. 3). This motif was widespread in the
ancient Near East and has a wide chronological range.
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A gold necklace composed of moon-shaped pendants was discovered in Berikleebi Ne4
kurgan, which is only a few hundred meters away from the Doghlauri burial ground (Miron,
Orthmann, 1995: 259, cat. 158). The same kind of pendant was found in Irganchai Ne5
Kurgan of the 16"-15" cc. BCE (Kakhiani et al., 1991: 58, pl. 139). A bronze lunula has also
been identified in Chovdar (Sadykhzade, 1971: pl. XXI, 1). The graves of Doghlauri with
moon-shaped pendants belong to the early stages of the Late Bronze Age.

Double volute pendats were discovered in burials Ne142-2013 (pl. 126. 3) and Ne172-
2013 of Doghlauri (pl. 138. 4). Pendants with small volutes have been attested in the graves
of Tserovani Il (Sadradze, 1991: pl. LXXX, 16) and Kviratskhoveli (Ghambashidze et al.,
1985: pl. XXXVII, 15) of the Late Bronze Age. Such items are found in abundance on Tlia
and Stirfaz cemeteries (Tekhov, 1977: fig. 27, 2) while they are quite rare in the Artik burial
ground (Khachatrian, 1979: 259).

Bracelets. Bracelets were found in the following burials of Doghlauri: NeNe70-2013, 123-
2013, 142-2013, 165-2013, 172-2013, 178-2013, 188-2013, 194-2013, 222-2013, 227-
2013, 234-2013, 252-2013, 257-2013.

Engraved geometric ornaments are attested on the massive bracelets with thickened central
part and cut ends (graves NeNe165-2013, 194-2013, 234-2013, 252-2013) (fig. 22. 1). These
bracelets are highly specific, identical in form and probably made in the same workshop, although
differ in ornamentation. Similar bracelets were found in grave Ne5 of Tserovani Il burial ground
(Sadradze, 1991: 35, 22; pl. VIII, 2-3); in the Ne88 grave of Kviratskhoveli (Ghambashidze et
al., 1985: 34, pl. XXXVIII, 6, 10), in the village Odzisi (Tsitlanadze, Gochiashvili, 1976-77: 72,
pl. Il, 2, 2a) and Tskhinvali (Tekhov, 1963: 93, fig. 40, 9).

Finger rings. Finger rings were found in the graves NeNe172-2013, 194-2013, 202-2013,
229-2013 of Doglauri. They are made of a flat bronze stem, about 1 cm wide — open with cut
ends. There are pieces decorated with spiral, coniferous or dotted ornaments. Two finger
rings one with relief meander (fig. 22. 2; pl. 145. 7), and the other with coniferous ornaments
(fig. 22. 3; pl. 145. 8) were found in grave Ne194-2013.

Buttons. Butons from Doghlauri are of various shapes. Semi-spherical openwork button
was discovered in burial Ne66-2013 (pl. 111. 2). Three distinguished bronze and one
antimony conical buttons were found in grave Ne257-2013 (pl. 167. 6). This is the only
case of their discovery on Doghlauri cemetery, although they are often attested in the Late
Bronze Age archaeological sites of Transcaucasia.

Small semi-spherical bronze buttons were found both in male and female burials. A large
number of buttons were discovered in the following graves of Doghlauri: NeNe22-2013 (230
units.); 123-2013 (38 units.), 257-2013 (47 units.). Such buttons are a widespread variety of
jewelry in the Late Bronze — Early Iron Age Caucasus.

Pins. Pins are small in quantity but very interesting type of jewelry on the Doghlauri burial
ground. A pin decorated with a model of a Central-Transcaucasian axe was discovered in
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burial Ne235-2013 of the early stage of the Late Bronze Age (pl. 163. 2). This type of pin is
common in Tlia and Koban (Tekhov, 1977: 39-40. fig. 43), also attested on Artik cemetery
(Khachatrian, 1979: 208, 403).

A pin from the grave Ne43-1981 has a bird and swellings on the head (pl. 17. 3), while the
pin from the grave Ne105-2013 (pl. 118. 7) is decorated only with bulges.

Pins with spiral heads from Doghlauri are common type of jewelry in the Caucasus
and is characterized by a large chronological range. They have round (Ne50-2013) and
quadrangular (NeNe7-1979, 8-1979, 59-2012) stems. Burials containing pins with spiral
heads belong to the Il chronological group of the Late Bronze Age — second half of the 13"
c. — first half of the 12" ¢. BCE.

Beads. Beads made of various materials belong to the numerous groups of jewelry of
Doglauri cemetery. Carnelian beads are distinguished by their variety of shapes. Paste, talc,
shell and metal (bronze) beads are also in abundance.

Carnelian beads are generally spherical, oval, cylindrical and short-cylindrical.
Short cylindrical beads are most numerous among carnelian beads and have a narrow
chronological framework — early phase of the Late Bronze Age. Hexagonal carnelian bead,
which was found in grave Ne17-2013 (pl. 92. 3), along with gold plates, belongs to the same
period. Triangular carnelian bead was also attasted in burial Ne32-2013 (pl. 102. 4).

Of interest are biconical, hollow talc beads found in burial complexes of the early phase
of the Late Bronze Age.

Among the metal beads, bronze barrel-shaped and rounded flattened beads predominate,
rarely tubular and biconical pieces also occur. Bronze beads are especially abundant in the
Late Bronze Age | burials. For example, 29 bronze beads were discovered in burial Ne46-
2013, and 23 units in grave Ne123-2013.

Bronze disc-shaped beads with a tubular hole are found in burials NeNe165-2013 and
252-2013. A gold bead of a similar shape was found in the Late Bronze Age cultural layer of
Dedoplis Gora (Gagoshidze, Rova, 2018: fig. 14).

Antimony beads were identified in one grave Ne257-2013 (pl. 167. 4). Here are two
square beads covered with net-shaped ornament with three holes (pl. 167. 7). Their parallel
can be seen in burial Ne158 of the Samtavro cemetery (Kalandadze, 1980: 98, fig. 373-374).

As for the other anthimony beads, their analogues have been attested in the composition
of the necklace from Chalipiragorebi, dated to the second half of the 2" millennium BCE
(Lordkipanidze, 2015: 124, cat. Ne130). Antimony beads were also found in Artik burial
Ne238 (Khachatrian, 1979: 54, 207).

Burials containing gold items are especially important (NeNe43-1981, 17-2013, 32-
2013). Gold items are quite rare on the synchronous monuments of the Caucasus region.
Presumably robbers were seeking gold objects, as beads and other metal objects are intact
in robbed graves.
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Conclusion

Doghlauri cemetery alongside the Dedoplis Gora and surrounding settlement hills is the
part of one large-scale archaeological monument — Dedoplis Mindori. Ruins of major palace
excavated on Dedoplis gora confirmed that the latter controlled the surrounding area and
passing trade routes in the Late Hellenistic-Early Roman period. Late Bronze-Early Iron Age
layers of Dedoplis Gora have been studied only fragmentarily, and it is possible that it had
a similar function in the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age, as well. The archaeological material of
Doghlauri and Dedoplis Gora, the parallels of which are confirmed within a rather extensive
region, are indicative of these trade and cultural connections that are evident on numerous
archaeological material unearthed from the Late Bronze — Early Iron Age burials of the
Doghlauri cemetery. In this regard, of special importance is pottery, which is one of the
conservative elements of archaeological culture in general.

Clay vessels found in Doghlauri burial ground are an indication of the existing unity within
the historical region of Shida Kartli. Certain types of pottery find parallels even in a wider
area, namely Yerevan to the south and Ganja in modern Azerbaijan to the east. Connections
with western Georgia is relatively scarse based on the studied material. The similarity can be
observed only in certain ornamental motifs, namely, zoomorphic style and in decoration of
clay vessels with stamped circles, which is confirmed on the Nosiri | settlement hill (Jibladze,
2006: pl. LI). Ornamentation with stamped circles can be found in the cultural layers of the
Late Bronze Age of Dedoplis Gora (Gagoshidze, Rova, 2018: 535, fig. 13) and on clay
vessels from graves of Doghlauri (NeNe21-2013, 50-2013, 257-2013). The mentioned motif
is characteristic of the Central Transcaucasia of the Late Bronze Age, although it continues
to exist in the next stages as well. A similar technique of ornamentation evidenced on the
territory of modern western Georgia, most likely, spread from Central Transcaucasia, from
Shida Kartli in particular. In general, the ornament made of stamped circles is also attested
on the metal items of the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age found throughout the Caucasus.

The decoration of clay vessels with zoomorphic handles is a characteristic feature of
different stages of the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age Doghlauri. The mentioned motif here
appears at the turn of the 15"-14% cc. BCE. Pottery with zoomorphic handles is widespread
both in central and western Transcaucasia. From the 2" millennium BCE it became
the characteristic element of Colchian and e.g. Shida Kartli archaeological cultures and
continued its existence until the antiquity.

Grooving the surface of clay vessels is one of the characteristic elements of decoration
for Doghlauri pottery. This method of ornamentation appears at the early stage of the Late
Bronze Age. The earliest complexes containing grooved pottery are dated to the turn of
the 15"-14% until the middle of the 13" cc. BCE based on the radiocarbon dating. Pottery
with grooved surface was widespread in Eastern Anatolia during the Iron Age (Erdem,
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2012: 113-130). It is conceivable that this technique of decoration was spread from Central
Transcaucasia to Eastern Anatolia.

Wedge-shaped ornaments with various compositions are quite widespread among the
pots and pitchers from Doghlauri. According to the opinion of K. Pitskhelauri, the geographic
dispersion of the wedge-shaped ornament coincides with the distribution area of the Trialeti
culture of the Middle Bronze Age (Pitskhelauri, 1973: 151-156). At present, the available
data do not allow us to confirm any connection of this ornament to the Trialeti culture.
However, from a geographical point of view, pottery decorated with wedges does fall within
those boundaries.

A massive distribution of wedge-shaped imprints is mostly observed on the territory of
Central Transcaucasia. The lower chronological range of the sites where vessels decorated
with this ornament have been recorded does not precede the turn of the 15"-14% cc BCE.
Different ornaments composed of wedges are attested in the archaeological sites of the
Near East and Asia Minor, especially at Alalakh (Woolley, 1955: 343, pl. C) and Troy (Chabot
Aslan, 2011: 415; fig. 25).

At the Il stage of the Late Bronze Age, pottery from Doghlauri and Dedoplis Gora is
distinguished by its shape and ornamental motifs, the parallels of which are quite rare in
Transcaucasia, and some of them, namely vessels decorated with stamped swastikas from
tombs Ne17-2012 and Ne50-2013 have no analogues.

Along with the stamping method, the swastikas composed of dots distinguish the Doghlauri
cemetery from other monuments of the Late Bronze Age Caucasus with their abundance. In
total 7 clay vessels adorned with swastikas were attested on the Doghlauri cemetery. The
swastika — a solar symbol is an ancient type of ornamental motif which occurs not only on
pottery, but on clay seals and metal objects of the Late Bronze — Early Iron Age (Gomelauri,
2005: pls. XXIX, XXXII). In western Georgia, jewelry decorated with swastikas appears in
collective burials of the Iron Age (Papuashvili et al., 2015: 114, pl. 74, 5).

The pottery of the Late Bronze-Early Iron Age from Dedoplis Gora is directly related to
the samples found at Doghlauri cemetery, which indicates the practical purpose of these
vessels and their usage in everyday life. The results of the palynological research of clay
vessels revealed that the population in the vicinity of the Dedoplis Mindori complex was
engaged in agricultural activities, both cattle breeding and farming in the Late Bronze
— Early Iron Age, however, surprisingly agricultural tools have not been traced on the
cemetery.

Along with pottery, weaponry and various types of jewelry find parallels mostly in the
central part of Transcaucasia. However, the Colchian axe from the grave Ne17-2012 and the
richly ornamented dagger from the grave Ne22-2013 indicate the contacts of Dedoplis Gora
inhabitants with the tribes of Colchian culture in the western Transcaucasia and Koban in
the North Caucasus.
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Determining the social status of the deceased on the Doghlauri cemetery is impossible in
many cases due to severe damage of the monument. However, certain social differentiation
could be observed based on relatively better preserved tombs, where items such as mace-
heads and different types of weaponry expressing social status are attested.

As we have seen, artifacts from the transitional period from the Middle to the Late Bronze
and the Late Bronze — Early Iron Ages of Doghlauri cemetery reflect the extensive cultural
and economic contacts across the Caucasus region. Due to the strategic location, the
monuments of the Dedoplis Mindori archeological complex played an important role in the
political and cultural life of Transcaucasia in different historical periods. The fortified hill of
this comlex — Dedoplis Gora and the cemetery of its inhabitants — Doghlauri were one of
the most important centres of the South Caucasus in the Late Bronze and Early Iron Ages.
