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Hate Language and Gender Stereotypes in Georgian
Computer-mediated Media Discourse
(Brief Summary)

From the 19™ to the 20" centuries, women's roles and
functions in society were highlighted through women's rights
advocates, suffragists, and various waves of feminism. If, ini-
tially, the participants of the demonstrations demanded the
right to vote for women, the main goal of the next wave of
demonstrations was the equality and right of participation of
women in all spheres of society. Although today women are
legally equal to men, cultural stereotypes are still deeply
rooted in all societies. This situation is accompanied by wrong
upbringing and lack of education, which, in the end, is mani-
fested by the violation of women's rights and the perception
of them as inferior members of society.

Although the national legal framework of Georgia re-
flects the main principles of gender equality and is in line with
international obligations and the situation (UNDP, 2018),
Georgia remains a male-dominated society. This means that
men prevail in many areas of social, economic and political
life, which often gives women a subordinate status both in so-
ciety and in the family (UN Women). According to the latest
study, "Violence against women and girls in Georgia is also
recognised as a public problem and it is necessary to focus on
it" (UN Women). Moreover, in the Public Defender's report on
the protection of human rights in Georgia (2019), it is shown
that "in the last five years, more than 190 women were killed
in Georgia due to gender and family violence". Unfortunately,
this statistic has increased significantly in 2023. The issue was
acutely reflected in the document published by the Organiza-
tion for Security and Cooperation in Europe "Gender Hate
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Crime" (March 10, 2021). "Unfortunately, the rates of femicide
and violence against LGBTQ+ people are still high in the coun-
try, distrust of law enforcement agencies often makes such
cases invisible, which requires special attention from the
state." More precisely, the cited document considers that
there are frequent cases of crimes based on gender-based op-
pression in Georgia, which pose a threat not only to women
but also to any person, regardless of gender, whose desires
and aspirations do not correspond to the prevailing gender
norms in society. According to the study, this type of crime has
a "significant and lasting impact on the victim(s) and also un-
dermines the safety and unity of society and gender equality".

As members of society, the female‘s first contact with
gender begins at conception, when a parent is ready and will-
ing, based on the gender of the fetus, to make a decision
whether or not to bring a female child into this world. Unless a
female fetus becomes a victim of selective abortion®®, she is
introduced to the next stages of gender roles, when parents
and society choose clothes colours and even toys based on her
gender (Marc, et al., 2013). And later, during upbringing, at
home or at school, girls are constantly reminded of their gen-
der roles and are directed towards the roles they should fit
into, depending on their gender, whether masculine or femi-
nine: — "You‘re a boy, run in the street"”, "you're acting like a
girl", "don't cry like a girl", "you shoot like a girl"... these seem-
ingly harmless and frequently employed phrases, build un-
healthy attitudes to social gender roles that they have to
gradually adapt to in life (Totibadze, 2020). Children learn
which gender they should belong to. As a result, their actions,

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beliefs, and even desires over time fit and merge with the
gender roles created and accepted by society which causes
internal discomfort and even anger among people. Later, fairy
tales which reflect traditional and obsolete stereotypes (Toti-
badze, 2021a) serve as a guide to the behaviour of the mem-
bers of society and, once again, instruct the child regarding
the norms and deviations from their socially acceptable be-
haviour. Thus, members of society gradually come to know the
written or unwritten laws of society about women‘s social
roles which even determine our choice of profession or the
choice not to pursue any career. Sadly, society gradually in-
doctrinates the child into patriarchal norms and teaches
women to obey men and men to dominate society.

It is often noted that language as an integral part of so-
ciety and culture is one of the most important tools in this
process. It is through language that we can attack the prevail-
ing stereotypes and views in society passed from generation
to generation, be it in the form of folk wisdom — proverbs
(Totibadze, 2021b) or traditional tales (Totibadze, 2021a). The
works presented by linguists committed to different waves of
feminism also make this issue apparent. The language of all
cultures, even at the structural level, which influences the
thinking of society and, conversely, the way society influences
the development of language, is marked by gender. This in-
cludes all levels or systems of language — phonology, syntax,
morphology, vocabulary or grammar. Naturally, all this will be
reflected in the specific discourse (Tannen, 1990; Holmes,
2006).

In the 21st century, when technology is at its peak of devel-
opment, it has never been easier to share and spread one's
ideas and thoughts. Unfortunately, apart from the advances in
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technology, some threats have also appeared. Hate speech, as
one of the forms of verbal or non-verbal communication, has
also found its way into our everyday lives through technology
and not only. Despite its detrimental nature, hate speech
might be challenging to identify and can sometimes easily
mask itself as a humorous insulting remark or even a meme.
However, being continuously exposed to it has destructive and
long-lasting effects on people. Thus, it is of utmost importance
to raise awareness about hate speech, its repercussions and
how to fight against it.

What is Hate Speech?

Hate speech is any form of verbal or non-verbal communica-
tion containing threatening or discriminatory views against
different groups in society. The most frequent target groups of
hate speech are people of various races, ethnicity, gender, re-
ligious beliefs, sexual orientation or age (Nakaya, 2021; Rusi-
eshvili-Cartledge & Dolidze, 2021). Hate comes to life in our
language and actions, and it can be claimed that it has a uni-
versal character that can even turn into planned and coordi-
nated genocide. Unfortunately, hate has no geographical
boundaries or nationality (Waltman & Haas, 2011). In addition,
hate speech can be expressed not only verbally, but also
through nonverbal media, such as drawings or photos. The
swastika has become one of the most recognizable symbols of
hate speech, the use of which is considered illegal in Germany
(Nakaya, 2021).

Hate groups can be considered subcultures in society because
they have their own beliefs, goals, and unique views about
race, religion, gender, or sexual orientation. These are ex-
pressed and explored through Ilanguage (Perry, 2001;
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Waltman & Haas, 2011). It should be noted that the ideology
of hatred is diverse. However, in the end, it serves one pur-
pose, the subordination of one group to another. Such ideolo-
gies include religions, white supremacists, xenophobes, sex-
ists, and many others (Waltman & Haas, 2011). It is hard to
offer a comprehensive definition of hate speech, although it is
clear that it should not be confused with verbal abuse. Accord-
ing to Richardson-Self (2021), hate speech, regardless of
whether or not directed at a particular individual, ultimately
hurts every member of a particular group/society. For exam-
ple, if hate speech, for instance, in the online space, is directed
at a particular woman, it is classed as verbal discrimination,
ultimately directed at all women and creating a negative
online space for them. More specifically, when a woman is
reprimanded for doing something not "liked" by a patriarchal
society, it sends a warning to other women that if they do the
same, they too will become targets of hate speech. In addi-
tion, hatred should not be confused with the emotions of irri-
tation and anger because, as Aristotle points out, hatred is a
more long-lasting and dangerous emotion and is characterized
by fewer elements of empathy than anger, which slows down
over time. If hatred is reflected in the language, it means that
it exists in the human mind, one of the expressions of which is
stereotyping. It is through language that the threatening nar-
ratives and cultural mountains of hatred are manifested,
transmitted from generation to generation and inculcated in
society (Waltman & Haas, 2011).

It is believed (Nakaya, 2021; Richardson-Self, 2021; Gelber,
2002; Waltman & Haas, 2011) that hate speech has a consid-
erable and long-lasting negative impact on all individuals who
come into contact with it, regardless of whether they are the
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target of hate speech or not. As the ADL website notes (as
cited in Nakaya, 2021), people are willing to change their life-
styles and habits to avoid the hate speech directed at them.
And this ultimately leads to a deterioration in the quality of
life, be it online or in real life. Naturally, the targeted group
faces more problems. Hate speech directed at them negatively
affects their emotional, mental and physical health. Moreover,
the victim's self-esteem may be lowered dramatically. More-
over, victims of hate speech may harm themselves or even
commit suicide. The ADL also claims that hate speech is so
damaging to society that it makes relationships difficult, and
people lose their sense of empathy.

Richardson-Self (2021) presents a social imagination theory in
her book “Hate Speech Against Women Online” that she
applies to the study of hate speech. This hypothesis contends
that one method of knowing our environment is ”’social
imaginaries." Furthermore, social imaginaries provide the
common, acknowledged, and accepted socio-cultural aspects
that enable us to behave in a way that is not perceived by
others as bothersome or provocative. Social imaginaries are,
in one way or another, similar in one particular society. The
public will naturally become outraged if you depart from
them. Social imaginaries serve a variety of purposes, including
assisting with cognitive and emotional expression, influencing
how we respond to outside stimuli, and establishing limits for
us. The dominant/central social images in society are those
related to religion, politics, the economy, sexuality, racism,
ethnicity, morality, and national and international relations.

Deviation from social norms naturally causes negative
emotions in society, and its violator often becomes the
addressee of hate speech. Hate speech is directed at groups
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that are constant victims of systemic discrimination. As Gelber
(2002) points out, women, people with weight problems, or
people of non-traditional orientation often fall victim to such
language.

As already mentioned, the language of power is aimed at
groups that differ in some way from other members of
society, e.g. members of the LGBTQIl+ community. The stigma
of difference can be considered both synchronic (it affects
group members everywhere and all the time) and diachronic
(over a certain period). Richardson-Self (2021) finds it
problematic to distinguish hate speech from other
"oppressive" language. The author writes that people belong
to several social categories, we have sex, gender, race, and
nationality. Therefore, in one category we can become a
victim of hate speech, but in another — not.

Freedom of speech is one of the fundamental pillars of a mod-
ern democratic society. Therefore, it is almost impossible to
discern the line between hate speech and free speech. The
First Amendment of the US Constitution refers to the freedom
of speech, which includes not only verbal but also non-verbal
media, such as, for example, pictures, videos, etc. Under the
law, the US government has no right to prosecute a person
even if he commits something that most people consider of-
fensive. The First Amendment gives people the right to use
their wisdom to judge whether or not this or that information
is acceptable to them. Also, when it comes to hate speech,
everyone can respond to it appropriately. However, there are
exceptions to the law, US government can restrict hate speech
(for example, messages that contain threats) when it can lead
to a crime. Although the US Constitution is naturally a part of
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American law, the majority of countries in the world face the
same problem and cannot clearly state what exceeds freedom
of speech (Nakaya, 2021). Strossen (2018), in her work "Hate:
Why We Should Resist It with Free Speech, Not Censorship",
notes that, although most Americans support free speech,
they believe that the frequent use of hate speech is bad for
society and thus favour censorship. Therefore, society may
simultaneously manifest two incompatible views on freedom
of speech. Gelber (2002), in her book on the free speech and
hate speech debate, agrees that it is difficult to resolve the
dispute because when the state tries to protect people from
hate speech, it is in direct conflict with free speech and vice
versa. To solve this problem, Gelber suggests a speaking back
tactic, which involves raising awareness among target groups
of hate speech and verbally defending oneself, that is, re-
sponding. Since the use of hate speech aims at establishing
certain norms and, to some extent, discriminating against
people, it is necessary to eliminate it in time. The technique of
speaking back aims at hate speech, which makes the victim
lose the ability to speak, especially with a heavy emotional
impact. Waltman and Haas (2011) also support the employ-
ment of speaking back tactics to eliminate hatred. However, as
the authors argue, to properly use anti-hate rhetoric, we need
to understand the harm that hate speech brings about. Ac-
cording to the authors, any constitutional idea, such as, for
example, the freedom of the individual, is really in great dan-
ger when it becomes the addressee of hate speech. Accord-
ingly, we should make our physical or verbal action the an-
tithesis of such action. It is important to study the conse-
guences of the influence of hate speech on the addressees.
Therefore, the best way to do this is to survey minority victims
of hate speech. Using in-depth interviews, Gelber and McNa-
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mara (2015) talked to the members of various minority groups
in Australia. Of the 101 respondents, 32 were official repre-
sentatives of minorities, and 69 were ordinary members of
minority society. The interviews were anonymous and confi-
dential. They were not selected based on whether they had
personal experience of hate speech used against them. They
were asked whether they were aware of incidents concerning
hate speech in their local community. 42 of the interviewees
were women while 59 were men, and the interviews were
conducted in 7 different languages besides English. The major-
ity of respondents reported that they are either personal vic-
tims of hate speech or knew someone who had suffered from
the incident. According to the interviewees, the incidents hap-
pened in different environments, be it school, university, pub-
lic transport or others. Gelber and McNamara's research
showed that the use of hate speech against the participants of
the research, their loved ones, or a member of the community
evoked different emotions in the respondents:

1) Distress: It is very rude and affects me badly and causes
emotional distress. ‘(29a) ’Although I'm not a mosque
visitor or mosque goer, it upsets me when | see on TV
people protesting because they don‘t want a mosque in
their community. ‘(33)

2) Existential Pain: ’It was like crushing emotionally and
spiritually. And physically. ‘(1) ’You can never, you can
never repair damage in that content once it's been put out
there. It lingers, it stays, it smells, it hangs around. You
can‘t get rid of it, and racism is racism. It builds and feeds
on that. (3)

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Fear: 'When you see the infection of that kind of hate,

that's scary stuff. ‘(4) "Why is it that our Turkish school on
Saturday is the only school that has to have a security
guard on Saturdays? Because we're fearful of attack. ‘(44)
Depriving of rights: 'The vilification laws in Australia are
not useful because to protect the community that has

been vilified you‘ve got to have resources.

Depriving people of expressing themselves: When a guest
speaker at a community event, speaking about her na-
tional sport, the audience teased the interviewee and

made jokes 'which affected me very badly. | tried to be
proud of myself ... but it wasn‘t possible to keep going and
continue my presentation. ‘(29)

Fear to speak up: 'Some people do ignore things ... they
never report incidents related to racism. The problem is
that they think they will not succeed even if they report
them. They believe that cases related to them will not be

taken seriously. (24b)

Silence and withdrawal as tactics to avoid hate speech:
'They give you a hate speech, okay, just who cares. Just
run away. ‘(15) ’It is better to ignore them and not waste
our time. ‘(28)

Exclusion: ’It was just because of that fear of being
judged, of that fear of being sort of like prosecuted, being
excluded from the nation‘s society. ‘(18) 'The media plants
seed of doubt and question marks, which leads them to
fear us (32b)

Dehumanization: Being racially abused on a train and in a
supermarket, ’'In both incidents, | deeply felt my human
right as a citizen or simply a passenger was violated. ‘(13)



10) Anger: When people experience hate speech ’they do
nothing. They just feel angry. When they come back home
after that thing, they think about it. Again they feel very
desperate, frustrating. (15)

11) Loss of religious or ethnic identity : 'You didn‘t want to be
identified as a Vietnamese person. (18) 'Those women
wearing hijab are targeted by young people ... some
women even desperately avoid wearing hijab. ‘(29)

Gelber and McNamara's research presented the problem of
target groups of hate speech and showed, from their perspec-
tive, the negative consequences that hate speech can have on
both the individual and society.

"Women are no longer victims of sexism or misogyny in a
modern, progressive-minded society" — probably you have
often heard this opinion from both women and men during
heated discussions about the roles of women and men.
Moreover, they use the fact that they themselves have never
been a victim of sexism, or have never insulted someone
based solely on their gender. However, the reality is very far
from this proposal. To take the example of Georgia, during the
last 25 years, more than 31,446 girls were not born due to
selective abortion?!; The statistics of femicide are also
increasing every yea r*,

According to patriarchal ideology, women are naturally
inferior to men, and people are actively sexist when they

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adopt the attitude, stereotype, or belief that men and women
have different rights (Richardson-Self 2021). According to Sara
Ahmed (2015), sexism is a belief that has become so
institutionally, socially acceptable that we already use it
automatically, even if we don't want to. For example, due to
the biological difference, women's belonging to the household
space, and men's to the social environment, is formed by
sexist beliefs. However, this does not mean that a person who
thinks this way is necessarily sexist, as such beliefs have
become a fundamental issue in our societies. As Richardson-
Self (2021) argues, linguistic choice plays a major role in this; It
can sometimes be very obvious and easy to notice, and
sometimes it can be more difficult to recognize. As an
example, she cites the widespread female reference in the
English-speaking community "girl", which, at first glance, is not
negative, and the speaker may not have intended anything
bad by using it. However, in terms of content, she considers it
sexist for a man to address an adult woman as "girl"; which
diminishes a woman's mental abilities, "deprives" her of the
status of an adult and reinforces the opinion that a woman is
at a lower level of development than a man. Therefore, even
though the speaker may not want to insult the addressee or
make a sexist address, these forms may be so ingrained in our
worldview or linguistic choices that we may even go
unnoticed.

Misogyny is a more complicated form than sexism, which
believes that men rule and women obey them (Richardson-
Self 2021; Tirrell, 2019). Therefore, misogyny is caused by the
hierarchical insecurity of society, that is, the fear that men
may lose their status as powerful members of society,
therefore, all women who pose a threat to this should be
punished. Misogyny refers to a particularly hostile attitude
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towards women, which can come from any gender. Women
live in a man's world and conform to male standards.
Accordingly, misogyny is a force, a power that serves to
establish the patriarchal order; Whoever violates it, is
punished (Richardson-Self 2021).

As for the hate speech, it is one of the expressed forms of
misogyny. As already mentioned, the language of power is
aimed at groups that differ in some way from other members
of society, eg members of the LGBTQl+ community. Stigma of
difference can be considered both synchronic (affects group
members everywhere and all the time) and diachronic (over a
period of time). Richardson-Self (2021) finds it problematic to
distinguish hate speech from other "oppressive" language. The
author writes that people belong to several social categories,
we have sex, gender, race, and nationality. Therefore, in one
category we can become a victim of hate speech, but in
another — not. The author cites her own example, namely that
she as a queer woman can be the victim of anti-feminist hate
speech or anti-queer hate speech, but as a white Christian, she
can never be the victim of racist or religious hate speech,
because these categories do not fall into the list of victims of
systemic discrimination. Accordingly, the author introduces
the concepts of social advantage and social disadvantage.
Members of society "having" a social advantage may be
insulted in this regard, but they cannot become victims of hate
speech. Richardson-Self (2021) further points out that one of
the most aggressive forms of hatred is the use of violent
language and agrees with Sarah Sorial (2013) that speech can
be harmful to a person if it contributes to the degradation of
the person, increases hostility, degrades the person, and
prevents the person from behaving in a way, as he had done
before.
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Thus, although gender-feminist studies have become quite
popular in the world since the 1960s, it has probably never
been as important as it is in our reality today. It is true that
men and women are equal at the constitutional level, but due
to deeply rooted stereotypes in society, the real picture is very
different. In Georgia, the facts of domestic violence against
women and selective abortion are increasing every year, and
the number of women who are victims of femicide is no less.
In addition, the need for women's education and work is still
under question in the society, thus, in the end, the patriarchal
society blocks the way for women to be free, independent and
not dependent on men. Accordingly, in the country, in all
areas, awareness should be raised regarding this issue. This
problem is particularly acute in the twenty-first century, when
in the era of technological development, it is easier to reach
the masses and spread different ideologies. In this regard, we
can highlight the problem of hate speech, which is often
directed at women. Therefore, it is necessary to know, first of
all, what hate speech means, when it exceeds the freedom of
speech, who can become its victim and how we can fight it.
Therefore, it is interesting what the Georgian society knows
about hate speech and whether we encounter it in the
Georgian media space.

Offering a precise definition of hate speech is challeng-
ing and it should not be confused with verbal assault. Richard-
son-Self (2021) asserts that hate speech ultimately harms
every member of a certain group or community even if it is
projected onto an individual member of society. For instance,
if hate speech refers to a specific woman in the online com-
munity, it is verbal discrimination ultimately addressed at all
women and creates a hostile online environment for them.
More precisely, it serves as a reminder and warning for other
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women that if they behave in a way that is not "liked" by a pa-
triarchal culture, they can also become the focus of hate
speech. Additionally, it is important to distinguish between the
emotions of hatred and those of annoyance and rage because,
as Aristotle notes, the former is a more perilous and hazard-
ous emotion while the latter is characterized by fewer aspects
of empathy than the latter, which slows down over time. If
hatred can be communicated in words, it is likely that it can
also be manifested in stereotypes living in the human mind.
Warning narratives and cultural myths of hatred are articu-
lated through language and are transmitted from generation
to generation, instilling this feeling (Waltman & Haas, 2011).

In the twenty-first century, along with technological de-
velopment, social media has become an integral part of our
lives. The fact that technological devices and the Internet are
so readily available comes with a host of problems that can
ultimately prove dangerous to society. One of the issues
among them is the hate speech spread on the Internet and its
possible negative consequences.

The information posted on the Internet can spread in
seconds and may contain specific comments that are harmful
to the entire community or some subgroups of the commu-
nity. According to Nakaya (2021), due to the nature of social
media and the Internet, there are comments about which
people often don't even think about the possible conse-
guences. Moreover, the possibility to write anonymously en-
courages people to spread such comments or information that
they would not dare spread directly or under their own name
in real space. In addition, again due to the nature of social
media, which is mainly based on smart algorithms and their
essence is to quickly deliver information that is necessary or
interesting to the target public, it is easier to spread hate
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speech or to connect individuals who often use it against a
specific group. In addition, through social platforms hate
speech can be transmitted to different sections of society in
different parts of the world in a short period of time. More-
over, these messages may spread so quickly that it may not be
possible to respond to them in time and delete the informa-
tion. According to the author, intercultural and interlinguistic
hate groups are especially noteworthy, which, by frequently
spreading their messages, make them habituated and accept-
able to the main part of society. Messages spread in this way
ultimately have more impact because they are already ac-
cepted by the majority of the public. Moreover, the amount of
information posted on social networks is not limited and the
flow of hateful texts may be shared from personal pages. It
may lead to the normalisation of such texts. This could be very
dangerous because society tries to behave and think within
certain, conservative norms and opposes deviation from them.
Consequently, when people are constantly exposed to such
information, they gradually come to believe that it is a com-
pletely normal occurrence, which ultimately leads to the nor-
malisation of the use of hate speech. It is also very interesting
that, in this process (i.e. in the normalisation of hate speech),
humour which is very common in the internet space presented
in the form of memes plays a big role. Hate groups often use
humour and memes to send their messages to people. At first,
people respond to them with humour, but later they can be-
come like-minded.

Gelber (2019) offers a classification to distinguish hate
speech from offensive text. According to her, first of all, it is
necessary to understand what a harmful conversation is,
which, naturally, cannot be regulated by law enforcement offi-
cers as in this case, freedom of speech will be limited. On the
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other hand, Gelber agrees that the use of hate speech should
be punished. Accordingly, she offers a systemic, anti-
discrimination approach to help identify hate speech:

* In order for a text to be considered hate speech, it is
not necessary to include the emotion or even the word
“hate" at all.

* Hate speech does not have to be limited to the use of
offensive epithets or profanity, as it is not defined by
lexical choice alone. It can naturally be found along
with obscene expressions however, it can also be ex-
pressed through humour.

* Not all social groups can become members of systemic
discrimination.

* Anyone has the ability to use hate speech in a systemic
way to harm another person, creating a visible power
imbalance that is often invisible in free speech de-
bates. Instead of being ignored, it attracts additional
attention and causes marginalisation and a feeling of
exclusion.

* Hate speech can be combated with countermeasures.
If we understand what components it consists of and
how it harms different groups in society, then we can
think of countermeasures and strategies to help vic-
tims of discrimination (Gelber, 2019).

As already mentioned, hate speech is aimed at groups
that are constant victims of systemic discrimination. As Gelber
(2019) points out, women, people with weight problems, and
people of non-traditional sexual orientation frequently fall
into such categories, although we cannot claim that mocking
or insulting them because of, for instance, thick eyebrows can
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be considered an expression of hate speech. This is due to the
fact that thick eyebrows are not a category that becomes the
subject of constant discrimination.

According to Waltman & Haas (2011), hate speech is
used for different purposes and has different consequences. It
can be directed at specific out-groups or even in-groups. Ac-
cording to them, despite the diversity of hate speech, it can be
divided into four main categories which are not mutually ex-
clusive. Furthermore, according to the authors, it is not neces-
sary to use these categories of hate speech for an expression
to be considered hate speech. These categories are:

* Hate speech is a discourse that seeks to politicise social
differences, eg, ethnicity, race, religion, sexual minor-
ity. Often this tactic serves to shape internal and exter-
nal identities at the expense of negatively representing
out-groups. As a result, the internal group's character-
istics are normalised, while the external group's char-
acteristics deviate from the norm.

* Hate speech is characterised by the dehumanisation of
an out-group. This is a very difficult process because in-
groups and out-groups can be similar. Therefore, it is
vital to distinguish between these two identities, for
example, the Jews, who looked very "similar" to the
Germans. Their similarity made it difficult to carry out
Germany's anti-Semitic policy.

* The next, third characteristic of hate speech is its con-
text, which tends to target and further marginalise his-
torically minority groups.

* As the fourth category, the authors suggest Willock's
(1995) hatred strategy, which is divided into the fol-
lowing strategies:
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* Amplifying emotions — playing on emotions that are
highly valued by the in-group.

* Defamation of an external group — smearing pus on an
external group. It's a fairly common tactic in politics
where opponents mock each other and point out each
other's negative qualities instead of giving reasons why
voters should vote for them. This tactic involves asso-
ciating out-groups with characteristics that are highly
unacceptable to the in-group and are mainly based on
cultural stereotypes.

* Permanent and irreparable harm to an out-group at-
tacks the very characteristics that make up the out-
group's identity.

* Rhetorical conquest of the out-group is the most im-
portant goal of the hate stratagem, which serves to
eliminate minorities or potential out-groups from their
daily lives.

Hate groups are even regarded as subcultures in society
because of their distinctive viewpoints on racial, religious,
gendered, and sexual orientation, all of which are researched
and organically communicated through language (Perry, 2001;
Waltman & Haas, 2011). Although there are many different
forms of hatred ideology, they all ultimately aim to subjugate
one group in favour of another. Extreme religious beliefs,
white supremacy, xenophobia, sexism, and many other ideas
fall under this category (Waltman & Haas, 2011).

In order to achieve gender equality, this problem needs to be
addressed at the level of the constitution, and this is where
misogynistic and sexist social practices need to be eliminated
first. Needless to say, it is equally important to raise
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awareness about the phenomenon and tackle the problem
within society through education too. Thus, it is extremely
interesting to study what Georgian society already knows
about hate speech and what measures can be taken to fight
against the issue at hand.

Method

It has already been mentioned that the exact definition of
hate speech is difficult to convey due to its complexity.
Therefore, it is interesting how well the Georgian society
understands what hate speech is and what consequences its
use can have. This is the purpose of the conducted research —
to determine what the research respondents know about hate
speech, which, in turn, serves to raise awareness about the
phenomena. The survey questionnaire includes eight open-
ended questions where the survey participants can
anonymously express their opinions and share their personal
experiences. Anonymity helps respondents to be more open
and honest in reporting their answers.

The guestionnaire includes the following questions:

1.  What do you think is hate speech? How is it manifested?

2.  Have you ever been the target of hate speech or know
someone who has? If yes, share your experience with us.

3.  What do you believe, who falls victim to hate speech?
Why?

4.  Who do you think uses hate speech the most?

5. Have you ever used hate speech against someone? If
yes, how did you use it and why?
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6. Inyour opinion, what is the purpose of hate speech?

7. What do you think is the disadvantage of using hate
speech?

8. Inyour opinion, how can we fight hate speech in society?

As can be seen, the questionnaire is designed in such a way
that when analyzing the answers of the respondents, a
complete picture is presented — the respondent's definition of
hate speech, the addressee of the hate speech and who can
use it. When possible, the research participants can enrich the
answers with their examples and, finally, offer their opinion
regarding how we can fight hate speech.

The questionnaire was distributed electronically and anyone
over eighteen years old and interested in this issue could
participate in it.

A total of two hundred people took part in the electronic
guestionnaire. Below are gathered the most frequently stated
opinions, which portray a clear picture of what Georgian
society knows and thinks about hate speech.

Results

We received quite diverse and, at the same time, insightful
answers to the first question of the questionnaire, which is
concerned with what hate speech is and how it is expressed.
As it turned out, the respondents of the questionnaire more or
less know what hate speech is, but they do not know "exactly"
how it can be expressed. As the majority points out, hate
speech is discriminatory language, mocking, bullying, or
insulting someone on any grounds, be it race, gender, religious
affiliation or otherwise. Moreover, the participants note that
Georgia occupies a leading place in the use of hate speech,
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especially in the electronic space, and, ”it can serve as a
classic” example of hate speech.

% This is a form of discrimination based on race, gender or
other characteristics. It can be expressed through
stereotypes or "jokes".

+* Humiliating, insulting words directed at a specific
person/persons. often even undeservedly. It is most often
found in the social network, then at the so-called
meetings, in everyday life.

+* Georgian media space will serve as a classic example. [Hate
speech is] when there is no room for others ‘opinions.

+» Expressing contempt and humiliation for a person or group
based on their belonging to a certain group.

+* In my opinion, hate speech refers to the use of violent or
offensive words against any group and inciting hatred
towards them.

+* Hate speech is like a weapon, it destroys a person...

When asked whether the respondents have become the
addressee of hate speech or whether they know someone
who has, most of them indicated that they, as well as their
friends, acquaintances or relatives, have often become victims
of hate speech in various forms. Based on the answers, several
main themes emerged -
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Religion

Yes, they made fun of my classmate because of their religion
and even made them leave the class.

Weight, Appearance

R/

+* ...l have also often become the addressee of hate speech.
The funniest thing is that mostly, everyone focuses on my
physicality.

+* Yes. For example, comments about my weight. ’If you lost
10 kilos, no one could compare to you ‘as if it was said in a
good, caring way, but, in reality, was full of hatred.

Politics

+» Hate speech is often used in political space and political
programs in Georgia. It is common to use derogatory
words addressing people with different political opinions.

s Any person who lives in Georgia can become the
addressee of hate speech. Hate speech can be
encountered in private conversations, in the media, and in
politics, directed at the general public or against a single
individual.

Sexual Minorities and Sexism

*

s My female friends were victims of sexism because of a
lecturer who made fun of them in every lecture
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% | haven't been myself, but | have a relative who was a
victim of hate speech because of his sexual orientation.

< Not me personally, but the addressee became my
journalist friend, due to reporting on LGBTQ+ that was
unacceptable to others.

A different/unpopular opinion

% Yes, it's easy to be the target of hate speech when you say
something unpopular; what the masses consider wrong.

% | became a victim in social networks, for example. If
someone does not like your position, they will immediately
insult you. | solved the problem- | no longer post
comments.

+* Personally, | have not become the addressee of hate
speech, but the people around me have, the main reason
is to express one's own opinion, which other people
cannot correctly criticize.

As can be seen from the answers, society has a special
intolerance to differences; "Difference" can be represented by
different markers in different societies. In Georgian society, it
is obvious that a different opinion from the majority, non-
standard, even just in appearance, a religious minority, a
sexual minority, and sexism can become the cause of a huge
wave of hate speech. And the addressee, due to less
awareness of the issue, has no coping mechanism and sees the
solution to the problem in conforming to the standards set by
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the society, which ultimately hurts their mental health no less
than the hate speech itself.

As for the addressees of hate speech, the respondents believe
them to be mostly successful people, as they are more seen in
society; Also, everyone who tells the truth, is a minority of
some kind or is not afraid to express a different and bold
opinion.

+* Minorities because they are different from others.

+* People who state their positions openly. Because all this
causes public irritation. Also, people who are successful in
one way or another.

+* In my opinion, women are the victims most often. Maybe
it's the fault of patriarchy, they always point fingers at
women, but | think that hateful language is used more
towards them.

+* The victims of hate speech are often different people, for
example, people of different races, orientation, ideologies,
styles, weights and appearances. Also, those people who
cannot fit into stereotypical standards.

On the other hand, according to the respondents, weaker,
uneducated people tend to use hate speech more.

+* A person who does not respect other people's culture and
traditions.
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+* He who is weak and cannot control their emotions; An
uneducated person or a politically or religiously -engaged
person.

+* People obsessed with a violent type of inferiority complex.

+* Hate speech is most often used by people with less
education because the concept of free speech is alien to
them.

+* Hate speech is still used by victims who have been
deprived of care and love. In many cases, such people
themselves are victims of bullying. They grow up in difficult
family conditions, which negatively affects their personal
development.

Regarding the question of whether they used hate speech, the
majority of the participants of the experiment stated that they
had not. However, there are also respondents who remember
the discriminatory sentences they have used, although only
unconsciously, because they did not know what hate speech is
and what harm it can cause to others with their words and
they regret it deeply, or because they grew up in a
discriminatory society and believed they behaved in a correct
way. Some also point out that the hate speech directed at
them was countered by the hate speech employed by them.

+* No, by no means. Everyone is individual and special. No
one deserves it. Especially people who use hate speech
themselves.
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| used it to protect myself. | don't like it at all. | responded
to that person's aggression with greater aggression and
cynicism (insulting and sexist) phrases.

| have never used hate speech, because | believe that
talking like this does nothing good, we can't solve the
problem, and we can't make the offender understand
anything.

It's very difficult for me, | can't help anyone, and | also
think it's a bad example. Because | don't like it, | won't
apply it to others in a similar way. Oh, | remembered, one,

the questions of what is the purpose of hate speech and

what harm its use brings, everyone unanimously agrees on its
negative, harmful aspects. Respondents believe that hate
speech is an extreme form, which is used to oppress and
degrade people in order to push their own power even
further. All of this, of course, can happen subconsciously, but

the

consequences are irreversible, which can even lead the

addressee to commit suicide.
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Degrading the addressee and creating a negative public
image

It is an extreme form of negative emotion expression.

Disrespect, oppression, gaining power over others.

Demonstrating one's strength at the expense of
humiliating others.

In most cases, personal destruction of the object; In some
cases, the user without purpose evaluates and says as
much as s/he can (s/he doesn't know better).

When they really want to hurt another person and can't
find an excuse, they turn to race, religion or ethnicity.

Hate speech can turn a society into a mob and in this case,
common sense is lost.

It damages the addressee emotionally and psychologically.

An unhealthy society formed as a result of the influence of
hate speech cannot become a healthy nation and,
therefore, cannot create a state with civilized values.

Hate speech brings a temporary sense of emptiness that
follows the inevitable degradation of the personality. No
mechanism of cognition uses hatred, so the individual who
uses it is on the path of inevitable degradation.



Regarding the last question of how we can fight hate speech,
most of the survey participants agree that education, raising
awareness and, most importantly, raising the next generation
of children in the right way are the most important strategies
for eliminating this issue.

<+ More education in this direction in educational
institutions; in social media; It is possible to talk about this
topic and discuss it more; Promotion of punitive measures
for the use of hate speech should also be taken into
consideration...

*» By raising awareness, especially among school-aged
children, and perhaps in terms of enforcement, it should
be an action punishable by law.

++ Since | don't think adults can change anymore, we have to
raise children, is it possible to get include the topic in the
school curriculum in some way?

+» The public's self-awareness should be raised and the law
should be adapted to such actions so that the feeling of
impunity does not prevail.

+» Only by talking about it out loud, raising public awareness
and protecting human rights as much as possible.. Starting
from school, the rights of students should be protected
and controlled, in universities and services, laws should
not only be written on paper but there should be a
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controlling party of all of this, which we hope will be
protected. .. If governmental or non-governmental
organizations actively fight this, people's awareness will
gradually rise and the problem will be eliminated.

Based on the analysis of the answers given by 200
respondents, the hate speech can be interpreted as follows-

Hate speech is one of the forms of discrimination, which is
mainly aimed at groups that differ in some way, be it sexual
orientation, gender, a religious minority of the society, or
ethnic difference. It should be noted that hate speech is
expressed not only verbally, but also non-verbally — for
example, looks, gestures... The use of hate speech is
accompanied by the speaker's desire to prove the difference
of the addressee group and, therefore, to show it negatively to
society. It has a long-lasting effect on the addressee — both on
their psychological and spiritual condition. In short, ’hate
speech is like a weapon, it destroys a person". The participants
in the study singled out several main themes of using hate
speech, such as religious or sexual minorities, sexism, gender
inequality, emphasis on appearance, etc.

However, it is also worth noting that it is obvious that the
people participating in the questionnaire often do not
understand the difference between hate speech and insults or
bullying. Therefore, this fact once again emphasizes the need
for such research in order to raise awareness about hate
speech. It is necessary to know what harm it does to the
addressee and even to the speaker themself, and how it can
be manifested linguistically so that we can easily recognize it.
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Needless to say, people should be equipped with the
necessary tools to fight against it.

Data and Methodology Il

Within the framework of this book, another research has
been conducted in Georgian social media space. This research
includes the linguistic and sociolinguistic analysis of hate
speech and aims to determine:

1. How are cultural, gender and religious stereotypes re-
flected in the language and what influence do they
have on the distribution of gender roles and the soci-
ety's attitude towards them in Georgian reality?

2. What linguistic strategies are used in the Georgian
digital media discourse to express the gender oppres-
sion of women? Who are the main users of hate
speech and to whom is it directed? What is the use of
hate speech?

3. How are the linguistic identities of the participants of
communicative acts understood in the digital dis-
course?

The research material was collected over 6 months. It in-
cludes comments on posts and articles distributed in the
Internet space (social networks like Instagram, Facebook, Tik-
tok, online magazines or video sites- e.g. YouTube). The posts
or online articles selected for analysis included an image of a
woman, a taboo topic such as menstruation, or "scandalous"
information about a woman.

The comments placed in the media space are selected
manually, due to several reasons — (1) material written in the
Georgian language is difficult to analyse with a computer due
to the specificity of the language; (2) the word may have been
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misspelt that would be difficult for a computer to understand;
(3) hate speech does not have any specific terminology, it can
be encountered using both direct and indirect lexical items,
which would be impossible for a computer to understand.

500 comments were chosen as empirical material and
analysed. Information on commenters, divided into male and
female, was also analysed to determine who used hate speech
more often. However, the category referred to as "neutral"
was also identified, which includes the authors of comments
without profile pictures which made it difficult or impossible
to determine their gender from the name or nickname (for
example, some authors employed a nickname instead of a full
name, or fictitious names. In addition, the profile may belong
to a couple and both male and female names are given).

Discussion and Analysis of the Findings

Based on the sociolinguistic analysis of the comments made in
the online space, several main topics can be put forward.
These are:

* Non-acceptance of non-traditional orientation

* Discrimination against transgenders

* Unacceptability of being divorced/ex-wife

* Encouragement of violence against women

* Vindication of femicide

* Defamation of a bold/independent/successful/sexually

active woman

Hate speech is nurtured by stereotypes, therefore, it is not
surprising that for such a stereotypically thinking society as
the Georgian, a person of non-traditional orientation, trans-
gender, happily divorced or successful woman might be unac-
ceptable, while violence and femicide against them, in most

165



cases, may not even be condemned. Consequently, these
groups often become targets of hate speech.

In the comments containing hate speech, various tac-
tics of its use were highlighted, be it direct insults and direct
attacks on the depicted or stereotypically unacceptable per-
son, or veiled irony, cynicism and humour.

An unconventional woman

Many members of Georgian society do not approve of repre-
sentatives of non-traditional orientation. Therefore, in the
case of a post or video about this segment of society or by
them, they often fall victim of targeted hate speech. For ex-
ample, an openly lesbian girl active on the Tik Tok platform
made a video tackling a very serious topic. In the video, she
said that the woman's consent is necessary for sexual inter-
course, even if the couple is husband and wife, otherwise such
intercourse would be classed as violence and even be consid-
ered rape. Due to the fact that both the topic and the speaker
seem to be quite unacceptable for Georgian society, we en-
countered hateful comments on this video mainly in three di-
rections — attacking the girl, specifically her appearance, and
attacking the content of the video, or both.

* Calm down, no one wants to rape you anyway (posted by a
male)

* Perhaps everyone always rejects you first (posted by a male)

* ... When a man gets a refusal even if he is married, it means
that he will be refused in the future as well, so a woman
should know her place from the beginning (posted by a
male)
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* If this one rapes me, then who should | turn®® to? (posted by
amale)

* You fat ass! (posted by a female)

As can be clearly seen from the comments, the girl is attacked
because of her unusual appearance and humiliated by remark-
ing that no one will even rape her, even if she really wants to,
and she is generally an unwanted and undesirable woman.
Moreover, because of her appearance and sexual orientation,
one man remarked ironically that she can be violent and even
capable of raping men. Especially dangerous seems the com-
ment of a male who calls people to violence in order to teach
women their place from the very beginning, otherwise they
(men/husbands) will be constantly rejected by their wives.

Although it is hard to see hate in these comments at first
glance, they covertly contribute to the marginalisation of mi-
nority groups. Moreover, they encourage people to be violent
towards the out-group members.

The famous Georgian activist Baia Pataraia spoke on the same
topic and noted that sexual violence even by a husband is un-
acceptable.

* This something is a shame of the 184™ school (posted by
a female)*

* No one rapes her and she is probably jealous (posted by a
male)

* She needs a man to f**k her (posted by a male)

* If someone else rapes you, you should not tolerate him,
but the husband needs his wife to have her by his side
(posted by a male)

Although Baia Pataraia is not a representative of any minority
community, her activism to protect the LGBTIQA+ community
and women's rights evokes aggression in certain categories of
society and, therefore, she often becomes the addressee of
hate speech. The first comment presented above, where the
author refers to Baia Pataraia with the lexical item "some-
thing", is particularly interesting. In the Georgian language ra-
gats (something), refers only to an inanimate, sexless object.
With this, the author of the comment tries to humiliate the
addressee of the hate speech and present her as a subject, a
thing and not a woman. The following comments also show a
desire to insult the addressee and portray her as an undesir-
able woman who will not be raped or is an unsatisfied woman.

Not a (typical) woman

Based on the number and aggressiveness of comments, it can
be claimed that transgenderism seems to be an unacceptable
and sensitive topic for part of Georgian society.

* Who cares about this man's life? (posted by a female)

* Cut those nails short if you're a man (posted by a female)
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* Burn this hybrid (posted by a female)

Interestingly, even though the name, appearance and chosen
identity of the addressee in these comments are feminine, the
commenters refer to her as a male or even a hybrid. Naturally,
this serves to humiliate her and not recognise her change of
identity. The use of hate speech in this way is accompanied by
the continued persecution and exclusion of this minority
group, portraying them as being different. Being different, as
already mentioned, is a constant problem for society.

Political dissent plays a large role in the use of hate speech.
The girl who appeared at the demonstrations held in the
streets of Thilisi against Russian law, and was called "the girl
dancing against the water jet" was not an exception, and de-
spite her age (the girl is a minor), she caused a great stir of
emotions among the people due to her short hair and differ-
ent style of dress.

* What a handsome boy! (posted by a female)
* First find out if you are a girl or a boy (posted by a male)

* She doesn’t look like a girl or like a human being even!
(posted by a female)

Emphasising a girl's uncommon appearance with cynicism can
have a great impact on her mental health. One of the negative
effects of hate speech is that it excludes people and takes
away their right to express themselves. A large-scale verbal
attack on the girl prompts representatives of her generation,
and not only, to follow the limitations established by society, if
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they too do not want to become targets of hate speech. In
both cases, this factor may affect the adolescent's mental
health.

A divorced woman

In traditional and collectivist societies, the breakup of the fam-
ily is perceived as a tragedy, especially when it is initiated by a
woman. Therefore, it is not surprising that a woman who does
not forgive her husband for violence, infidelity, and ill-
treatment often becomes a victim of bullying by society and is
perceived not as a victim, but as a criminal, because it was she
who broke the family. The following comments are written
about a mother of four, who divorced her very well-respected
husband in Georgian society because she wanted to pursue
her acting career and he did not intend to allow it. The last
four comments are dedicated to a famous Georgian model-
sportsman couple. The woman sued her ex-husband for physi-
cal violence and psychological abuse.

* Who would ever want to be with a mother of four? (posted
by a female)

* If the mother of four destroys her family, she is already dead
(posted by a female).

* They [divorced women] are like second-hand clothes
(posted by a female).

* There is no longer time for love for a mother of four!
(posted by a female)
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* If | had the right to kill you, | would probably do so (posted
by a female)

* It's high time you killed yourself (posted by a female)

* This girl's throat should be cut. What answer will she give to
her children when they ask [her about her behaviour]?
(posted by a woman).

* If | were a man, | would never marry a divorced woman, a
widow, or a sexually experienced woman, why would | want
someone used by another man? Are there not enough vir-
gins out there? (posted by a male)®

* This woman crossed all red lines, she posted some video
where it is impossible to make out the faces, a self-
respecting person should, first of all, respect the father of
her child, and this woman is behaving like a whore. Her be-
haviour is already disgusting and deserves the hatred of the
nation (posted by a female)

* She doesn't need him anymore, she has become famous al-
ready because of him, otherwise, who would have noticed
her? (posted by a female)

* You are not really a naive type, are you? Based on your
character, you would not endure violence. You just don't like
poverty anymore. You miss a rich life and started photo-
graphing everything (posted by a female)

The comments presented here are only a small fraction of how
much hate a woman receives when she leaves even an abusive
or unfaithful husband, let alone to chase her own happiness. A
married, divorced woman in Georgia no longer has the right to
live — "If a mother of four children destroys her family, she is
already dead." That girl's throat should be cut"; She no longer
has the right to happiness and love — “Who would want to
ever be with a mother of four?", “There is no time for love for
a mother of four!”; She is perceived as a used thing — "they are
like second-hand clothes", People don’t believe the truth and
women are always seen as guilty or as gold diggers- "She
doesn't need him anymore, she has become famous already
because of him, otherwise, who would have noticed her.",
"You don't like poverty anymore. You miss a rich life and you
started photographing everything", "They fuck the whole bat-
talion and then cannot let go of a single act of adultery ".

It was particularly surprising is that most of these hateful
comments are written by women, who are supposed to have
more empathy for their gender. However, they attack differ-
ent women with less female solidarity and urge them and, at
the same time, others to follow a traditional, socially accepted
way of life at the expense of their own happiness. It should be
presumed that such women later also raise violent children
following the same worldview.
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A victim woman

According to the Center for Social Justice (2021), although the
State has constitutionally begun to combat domestic violence,
the growing statistics of domestic violence are still alarming.
According to their research, domestic violence is perceived as
a private matter of the family, to which the surrounding peo-
ple do not react much. Naturally, this deters crime prevention.

Although most of the comments presented below are ad-
dressed to Kato, the character of the famous Georgian TV se-
ries "My Wife's Best Friends", they still reflect the attitude of
people towards violence.

The smell of a slap. (posted by a male)®

» Kato's character deserves everything bad, she is very stupid.
(posted by a male)

* What an injustice, she didn’t forgive Dito a single blow, who
really loved her, and how much does she forgive him?
(posted by a female)

* Kato, | want to drag you by the hair! (posted by a female)

* Women like her should all be beaten hard. (posted by a
male)

* You should have been beaten worse. (posted by a male)

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* Soso is violent, okay/true, but is Kato's behaviour right?
(posted by a female)

* If | didn’t respect my husband and he hit me like that, |
would be grateful that he put me in my place. (posted by a
female)

* If you are a bride and you annoy your husband at such a
time, you have to accept a slap too. | have endured worse
from my husband before he trained me into a decent wife.
(posted by a female)

* If the wife does not obey her husband and answers back,
then they will say that the man is violent. Many women
have lost their morals and honesty. (posted by a female)

* You should be patient with your husbands, don’t rat on your
husbands, Baia Pataraia said, husband's violence is also vio-
lence (posted by a male)

Such hateful comments encourage violence and crime against
women. Moreover, the women presented here believe that
violence against a woman/wife is not a violent act, because it
ultimately serves to "train her into being a worthy wife" and
"put her in her place". From this standpoint, it is not surprising
that the statistics of domestic violence in Georgia is increasing,
and a woman who has to exist in a society based on these
stereotypes does not dare to ask for help. The comments that
urge women to tolerate violence from their husbands and that
informing the police is a disgraceful act should be especially
emphasised in this respect. This, once again, aggravates the
reality that Georgian society is facing so acutely.
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A dead woman

It is not surprising that domestic violence ultimately leads to
femicide. Between 2014 and 2022, about 190 women were
killed by their husbands/fathers/sons in Georgia. In 2023,
these rates continue to increase, and not a month passes
without hearing about a new horrifying murder of a woman by
her husband or an ex-husband. It is interesting to analyse the
comments regarding the posts about femicide.

The following comments are written on the post informing us
that a son stabbed his mother to death because he didn’t ap-
prove of her new partner:

* Pitiful. He ruined his life for his whore mother. (posted by a
male)

* How did the mother make the poor boy bitter like that?
(posted by a male)

* Is this a mother?! She ruined her son's life. (posted by a fe-
male)

* The woman is guilty, she made her child’s life miserable.
Poor child (posted by a female)

Comments are posted on different cases of femicide, namely,
on women killed by their husbands, sometimes even in public
transport in front of their children. Even though the police
have not issued an official statement, according to the allega-
tions and assumptions of the society, the murdered women
must have been cheating on their husbands.
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* | can't say anything, it's hard to poke your nose into some-
one else's business, but if she really betrayed such a good
person and he has self-respect, | can't blame his behaviour.
(posted by a female)

* Don't give a reason for your husband to be jealous. (posted
by a male)

* It's all woman's fault. (posted by a male)

* And how do you know, she didn’t make him do it? He must
have lost his temper. (posted by a male)

* If you don't love your husband, divorce him, then do what
you want, why are you becoming a victim of violence?
(posted by a male)

* When a wife cheats on her husband, the killer is not always
guilty. (posted by a female)

* Cow- women will blame their husbands later. (posted by a
male?’)

* He should not have killed himself. Death is a mercy for the
cheating wife though, this is my opinion. (posted by a fe-
male)

Disturbingly, both genders agree that the murdered women
are guilty. The authors of the comments justify the men's be-

Derogatory reference to a fat and sexually unattractive woman
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haviour because their wives’/mothers’ (possible) infidelity
damaged their self-esteem. Moreover, some even feel sorry
for the men who were forced to kill their wives or mothers. It
is not surprising that in a society with such a worldview, the
issue of femicide is still so problematic.

A dangerous woman

Bold, sexually active, able to speak openly about taboo topics,
independent, strong women pose a threat to the patriarchal
order prevailing in society. That is why a woman who does not
obey the binding social dogmas is one of the first targets of
hate speech.

* If a woman says that she drank in public and has a hangover,
she loses her tenderness (posted by a male)

* F**k it! ... These women are not worthy of life even for a
second, nor to experience the happiness of having a child (a
woman talked about the necessity of abortion) (posted by a
male)

* Don’t you have a father or a brother to silence you? Go ex-
pose your dirty pants to the public too (to the woman who
talked about periods and pain) (posted by a male)

* | will say something very bad, but | don't like pierced noses,
or tongues. If | were to marry such a woman, others would

say that | married a prostitute (posted by a male)

* If you marry a woman, she should not have any holes, oth-
erwise it will not work (posted by a male)
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Unused is better than used, bro, you can adjust the unused
to your taste..to have a used wife is a bit inconvenient
(posted by a male)

| would not accept this kind of a [non-virgin] daughter-in-law
into my family, if it didn’t matter, a rooster would lay an egg.
(posted by a female)

Be careful, guys... women are crossing the red line, and you
should be afraid of giving them a compliment (posted by a
female)

She is joking, she has an Ozone hole down there. (posted by
a male)

A decent and intelligent and praiseworthy girl is one who
has preserved her virginity and innocence (posted by a fe-
male)

Disgusting, shameful woman. Do you think it’s OK that you
shamelessly say, that you don’t remember how many men
you have been with?! Who would stay with you?! You are a
disgrace to women. (posted by a female)

You have been a street whore. You served everyone who
came your way. Keep going and you might get into the
Guinness Book. (posted by a male)

Didn't you keep an accounting journal? (applies to a woman
who has had many partners) (posted by a male)
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* You deserve a well-earned pension (applies to a woman who
has had many partners) (posted by a male)

* Your eyes seem to be running in two different directions
(applies to a woman who has had many partners) (posted by
amale)

* |Is the meter broken? (to a woman who can't remember how
many partners she's had) (posted by a male)

The general picture of how society perceives women and their
roles can be seen well from the above comments. A woman, in
many cases, is perceived as a thing, to describe which the lexi-
cal items as used, unused, with a hole, having an ozone hole,
“chewed”... According to people, a woman who has had pre-
marital sex is no longer innocent and pure and it is a disgrace
for the family to recognise her as a member. Moreover, a dif-
ferent or bold style, whether it is just a piercing, is seen as
"prostitution" in some people's eyes. Those women who
boldly talk about tabooed topics, for example, menstruation
or several sexual partners, should be “silenced forever” —
“don’t you have a father or a brother to silence you?" It is also
worth noting that the hate speech presented with humour,
which, at first glance, may seem harmless, still encourages the
woman to obey the restrictive norms proposed by society-
“Keep going and you might get into the Guinness Book”;
“Didn’t you keep an accounting journal?”; “You deserve a well-
earned pension”; “Your eyes seem to be running in two differ-
ent directions”; “Is the meter broken?”
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Conclusions

Hate speech is a relatively new and complex phenomenon,
therefore, it is still difficult to comprehensively define it.
Needless to say, it threatens the well-being of any society in
the world and, thus, increases the need for it to be fully
studied and researched. The analysis of the online
qguestionnaire conducted among 200 Georgian participants
has proved that hate speech is an evident phenomenon in
Georgian society that has a detrimental effect not only on the
addressees but also on the people who employ it in their daily
lives. Moreover, even though hate speech is such a common
occurrence, people still find it difficult to identify it and fully
grasp the notion. This leads to the conclusion that awareness
should be raised about the issue and more and more studies
should be conducted that explore the linguistic features of
hate speech and teach us how to tackle it.

Moreover, the analysis of 500 comments posted on the
Internet clearly shows how widespread hate speech is in
Georgian society. Since hate speech is based on stereotypes,
there are often comments that encourage women to surren-
der to them. Surprisingly, the research revealed that women
post about the positive sides of a woman‘s physical abuse as
frequently as men. Assuming they are the women who raise
the future generations with the same worldview, the problem
of hate speech and violence against women may persist.
Therefore, this issue must be discussed and tackled immedi-
ately.

The dichotomy between honest and non-honest women
constantly emerges in the comments, which is mainly defined
by being sexually active. A woman who is not a virgin at the
time of marriage is unacceptable and is referred to by such
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epithets as used”, ’chewed up” by someone, etc. The con-
tinuation of the same thought is a married woman who ends
her social life after creating a family and whose primary goal in
life should be only looking after the family. If the family breaks
up, then the woman is "already dead" and is just "like second-
hand clothes". Society does not condone violence against
women either, and using the language expressing hatred, it
often calls others to cruelty against women and even to kill
them, if it hurts a man's self-esteem — "the killer is not always
guilty". Involvement of the patrol or other authorities in this
matter is considered to be an ”informant”, which is seen as a
derogatory act in the patriarchal society.

Thus, hate speech and its frequent employment can be
considered one of the issues facing Georgian society. It is
common to use hate speech disguised as humour, which is
even more dangerous because it can be unnoticed and spread
quickly.

In order to fight hate speech, it is necessary to talk about
it often and respond accordingly. People must first learn the
essence of hate speech and how to identify it and understand
that their hatred, even if presented in humor, can be destruc-
tive to the groups it is directed at.
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
